Lake Washington Basic Funding Info

ÅState funding provides 63.8% of revenues

ÅState limits amount district can raise for general fund

ÅRank 263 out of 295 districts in revenue per pupil



Funding Measures under 

consideration

ÅEducational Programs and Operations Levy

ſGeneral Fund, capped by law, levy, simple 
majority

ÅCapital Projects Levy

ſFacilities and Technology, limited items, levy, 
simple majority

ÅConstruction Bond

ſModernization and new construction, limited to 
major capital projects, bond, 60% super majority



Economic Realities

ÅLongest economic 
downturn since the 1930s

ÅMany families impacted by 
the economy

ÅConcerns over taxes 

ÅProperty values fell about 
15% in our district



District Realities

ÅExisting levies expiring

ÅLevies provide basic resources

ÅCut $7.7 million from general fund 
last spring, or about 3.5%, due to 
state budget cuts

overcrowded now and more 
overcrowding is expected

Educational Programs & Operations 

(EP&O) Levy Renewal

ÅPays for over 19% of 
operating revenues

ÅLevy lid limits the 
amount that can be 
collected, for equity 
among districts across 
the state

ÅReplaces levy that is 
expiring

ÅIf  not renewed, cuts would be $42 million, or over four 
times larger than last springôs cuts, on top of those cuts
