Emergency Information 

It is extremely important for the office to have up-to-date phone numbers for parents. An Emergency Notification 

form is included in the first-day packet for the kindergartners only. Please complete a form for each student and 

return it to school immediately. An update form will be sent to everyone else within the first two weeks of school 

via kid mail. Please review and update any changes and return to the office immediately. Also, complete the 

salmon colored LWSD Nurse Alert card informing the school of any medical information applicable to your 

child. Please call the office if your home or work numbers change during the year. If you plan to be out of 

town while your children are in school, the office needs the following information: your child’s name, teacher’s 

name, room number, who is responsible for him/her in your absence, their phone number, how long you will be 

gone and (if possible) an out-of-town number to reach you. 

School Closing Procedures 

In the event of fire, power failure, heavy snowfall or severe windstorms, please listen to your TV, radio or check 

the district website for school closure or delayed-opening schedule changes. This information is broadcast 

frequently on local TV channels. If there is no announcement we are on a normal schedule. 

School Telephone and Emergency Messages 

To minimize classroom interruptions and to ensure the efficiency of the learning process, students are not called 

to the phone. Urgent messages will be communicated to them. Please call before the last recess (2:00 p.m.) to 

guarantee students receive such messages. Please discuss after school arrangements in the morning before 

school starts. 

In cases of emergency, students may use the office phone.

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School Counseling Program 

Each elementary school has a counselor who works with students, staff, and parents. Our school’s counselor is 

Sara Hay. The elementary school counseling program is a part of the total school program and complements 

students’ learning in the classroom. It is child-centered, preventative and developmental. 

The program encourages students’ social, emotional, and personal growth at each stage of their development to 

maximize school success. The school counselor consults with parents, teachers, and other professionals; and 

coordinates services for children. Outside referrals or resources are provided by the counselor if requested by 

parents. 

Elementary counselors provide a variety of interventions that might include: 

1) conducting classroom guidance lessons. 

2) consulting with parents on developmental issues. 

3) facilitating parenting classes. 

4) consulting with teachers, administrators. 

5)  conducting small groups dealing with a variety of topics such as: conflict resolution,        problem 

solving, friendship issues, anger management, decision making skills, coping skills, changing families, or 

other topics as needed. 

6) serving as a member of the guidance team. 

7) seeing students individually if a need arises either through a self-referral process, or by a parent or teacher 

request.

Guidance Team 
Any student concern may be brought to the Guidance Team. This is a forum to discuss a student’s specific 

needs and problems, and to discuss interventions that might help the student to have more success. 

Bell’s Guidance Team members include: Special Ed teachers, Chapter I teachers, ELL teachers, SLP 

teacher, psychologist, counselor, principal and nurse. Guidance Team meetings are held weekly. Make an 

appointment with the team by contacting your child’s teacher. 
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Homework Policy  

At A.G. Bell, we believe homework helps students develop responsibility, work habits, study skills, and 

independence. Homework helps reinforce the knowledge and skills being learned when it meets the individual 

needs of the student. 

Homework can be used to: practice a new learning, review a previous learning, complete work not finished in 

class, make up missed assignments due to absence, extend learning to real-life situations and enrichment. 

We believe students, teachers, and parents all share in the responsibility for homework. 

A. Parent/Guardian Responsibility 
1. Check your child’s assignment calendar for daily and long range assignments. 

2. Provide a place with proper supplies, without distractions from TV, telephone, and other siblings. 

3. Provide a regular time when your child can study, read, or write in a journal. 

4. At the end of the study time, review assignments and work completed for thoroughness. 

5. If your child is absent from school, please contact the teacher to make homework arrangements. 

6. Contact the teacher if your child is having difficulty completing the assigned work within the suggested 

amount of time. 

7. Contact your child’s teacher if your child is out for a prolonged illness. Any request for homework should 

be made by the parent to the Bell office before 9 a.m. so that the teacher has ample time to prepare the packet 

for parent pickup after school. Check with individual teachers regarding their homework make-up policy. 

8. If your child has long-range assignments or projects, encourage the child to begin working on it in small 

increments of time spread over several weeks. 

 

B. Student Responsibility 

1. Complete homework that is assigned by the teacher. 

2. Take the calendar, homework, and necessary materials home and share with parents. 

3. Complete the homework. 

4. Return it on time. If the assignment is not completed on time, develop a plan and timeline with the teacher to 

complete the homework. 

5. Seek help when necessary. 

6. Intermediate students complete and sign Weekly Homework Report. 

C. Teacher Responsibility 

1. When homework is assigned, teachers will explain the directions clearly and concisely, and then check for 

student understanding. 

2. Teachers will remind students of the responsibility for missed assignments. 

3. When assignments are consistently not completed by a student, the teacher will contact the parents to gain 

assistance in helping the student complete the assignment. 

4. For major projects, teachers will provide written expectations and coordinated timelines. 

5. Teachers will monitor and adjust assignments for students who are in special programs. 

6. Intermediate students with missed homework assignments will complete them the following day in lunch 

recess study hall. 
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Daily suggested amount of time and frequency by grade 

Kg.- Gr. 1 10 – 20 minutes 

Grades 2-3 15 - 30 minutes 

Grade 4 30 - 60 minutes 

Grade 5-6 45 - 60 minutes 

Kindergarten Expectations 

1. Daily reading to child by parent or older brother or sister 

2. Follow suggested newsletter activities. 

3. Complete flashcard practice and share sheet/little book review weekly. 

Primary Expectations (Grades 1-3) 

1. Read daily to a parent or another child. 

2. Complete math activities; practicing math facts. 

3. Complete unfinished or missed assignments in all subject areas. 

4. Study weekly spelling words. 

5. Prepare projects in science, language arts, social studies, with some parental involvement and 

supervision. 

6. Prepare sharing assignments such as personal and current events. 

 

Intermediate Expectations (Grades 4-6) 

1. Complete unfinished or missed daily assignments. (Check homework calendar.) 

2. Review daily lessons. 

3. Study weekly spelling words, math facts, and other facts to be tested. 

4. Read books and newspapers, discussing content for class activities. 

5. Study for tests using notes and study guides. 

6. Complete short-range assignments (two or three day assignments) writing, science, reading, language arts, 

book reports. 

7. Complete long-range assignments and projects (reports and research). 

8. Bring or gather materials for projects. 
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Lunch Information 
Individual lunches cost $2.25 and milk is 50 cents. Parents are encouraged to deposit money into their student’s 

account as coins and $1 bills are too easy to lose. This system has replaced buying lunch and/or milk tickets. 

Money (any amount you choose) may be deposited into accounts at any time. Please include your child’s name 

and teacher’s name on money or checks sent to school. Checks are made out to A.G. Bell. Lunch menus are sent 

home monthly.  

When a student does not have a lunch or lunch money, she/he may borrow. However, if a student needs to 

borrow again and has not repaid, she/he is given fruit and milk and 50 cents is charged. Free and reduced lunches 

are available to qualifying students. Information and application forms are sent home with all students on the 

first day of school. 

 

Absent or Late Students 
Please call the office by 9:15 a.m. if your child will be absent or arriving late. Our answering machine number 

is 425 822-7457. By doing this, a written excuse is not necessary. 

Tardy Procedure 

In order for our students to perform to the best of their ability, they need to be here on time, ready to learn. Stu-

dents need to be on campus each morning with enough time to get to class by 8:55 a.m. Students who arrive at 

class after the bell rings at 9:00 a.m. are considered tardy. After 9:05 a.m. students need to check into the office 

to get a tardy slip to allow them to enter class late. A high number of tardies may result in a phone call or letter 

from the principal, and/or consequences for the student, such as making up missed time at recess. 

 

Excuses for Absences 
State law (Becca Bill) requires a verbal contact with a parent or a written excuse for a student’s absence. If we 

do not hear from you, you will be contacted by phone or mail to verify that your child’s absence is excused. If we 

get an answering machine when we call home, then the parent will be called at work. You can assist us greatly 

by calling the office by 9:15 a.m. if your child will be absent or arriving late. Our answering machine number is 

425 822-7457. 

 

Student Medication 

All medications given by schools according to state law, whether prescription or over-the-counter, must be 

ordered by a physician, dentist or nurse practitioner. In order for any medication to be administered at school 

(prescription or over-the-counter), a medication authorization form must be completed by the parent and 

physician. 

We coordinate with the King County Dept. of Public Health in protecting children from certain symptoms of 

communicable diseases. If your child has a temperature of 100 degrees Fahrenheit or higher, or has been 

vomiting or had diarrhea please keep them home from school until they have been free of any of these 

symptoms for 24 hours.  

Accident or Illness 

If a student becomes ill or is seriously injured at school, first aid will be administered and the parents or name 

listed on the emergency card will be called immediately. It is important that sick or injured students are picked 

up as soon as possible. For head bumps/injuries the student is given a form letter to take home and will have a 

bright colored bracelet with their name and date of injury and the parent is called. Please be sure the school has 

the telephone number of a nearby friend or relative who could come for your child if you cannot be 

reached. 
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Student Supervision 

Bell students are supervised during the school day in the classroom, on the playground, and in PE, music, library, 

and computer classes. However, we do not provide supervision before or after school. Therefore, to ensure the 

safety of your children, we ask that students arrive at school no earlier than 8:45 a.m. unless they are enrolled 

in special programs such as choir or band, and that they leave the school grounds immediately after the 3:30  

dismissal. 

 

Classroom Visits by Parents 
We welcome parents to our school and encourage parent involvement in our classrooms. If you wish to 

volunteer or to visit your child’s classroom, please contact the teacher directly to arrange a convenient time. If 

you need assistance, feel free to contact our office. All visitors to the school are to check in at the office and 

get a Visitor‟s Pass. 

Field Trips 

We encourage parents to participate as chaperones on field trips. Unfortunately, we cannot accommodate pre-

school siblings on field trips for liability reasons. 

 

Volunteer Policy 

If you plan on volunteering in your student’s classroom or on a fieldtrip during the year, you must complete a 

Volunteer Application. You can complete an on-line application at www.lwsd.org through Parent Access. The 

approval process takes about two weeks. If you do not have access to the computer you can pick up a hard copy 

in the office but it will take longer to process.  

 

Early Dismissal 

We discourage early dismissals because learning takes place right up until 3:30 p.m. However, we recognize the 

need for doctor and dental appointments and other emergencies. Please send a note to the teacher and stop by the 

office to sign out your child. Children are released only to parents, guardians, or those having parent 

permission. 

 

Student Pick-up and Drop-off 
The bus lane is strictly for buses and child-care vans. Parents please pick up and drop off your students in the 

upper parking lot area ONLY. We have crossing guards stationed to cross students safely. 

 

 Our school policy is that students are to arrive on campus no earlier than 8:45 a.m. each morning and must be 

picked up by 3:40 p.m. in the afternoon.  There is no supervision provided.  The only exception is for students 

who attend reading or math classes before or after school.  

 

1. Students eating breakfast at school should report directly to the breakfast area and wait to be dismissed 

by the kitchen staff. 

2. Students may socialize quietly with their friends before school, but basketball and soccer are not allowed 

due to lack of supervision. 

3. If students regularly arrive at school early, they will be enrolled in before-school care on an emergency 

basis in order to insure their safety.  Parents will be charged a reasonable amount of money to pay for 

this service.

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Communication 

Communication between school and parents is vital. We use the following methods to give our parents updated 

information about classroom activities, curriculum and special events. 

1. The PTSA newsletter, CHIMES, containing important dates and information, is sent home monthly. 

2. Conferences - Two parent-teacher conferences are held each year (in November and in March). 

3.  The conference times are provided so that teachers and parents can share information regarding student 

progress. Spring conferences are optional and held by teacher or parent request only. Written progress 

reports are sent home a few days before the conference. An end-of-year report is sent home on the last 

day of school. 

4. Communication from the teacher - Each teacher will communicate with parents on a regular basis. 

(Examples: class newsletters, letters from the teacher, phone calls, etc.) If you ever have any questions, 

please call your child’s teacher. 

5. Bulldog Weekly - This is an electronic newsletter sent from the school office on a bi-weekly basis to 

keep you informed of events and happenings at A.G. Bell Elementary. 

 

Bus Riders 

Bus service is provided for students living 1½ miles from school or for those students who do not have a safe 

walking route to school. For new students, neighbors are the best source of information about bus stop 

location and pick-up times, or parents can call the Transportation Department, 425 882-5120. Bus passes are 

necessary for special arrangements. Students must bring a parent note if they are to ride home with a friend, get 

off at a different bus stop, etc. Students should bring the note to the office before school or at morning recess to 

receive a bus pass. 

Rules of Conduct at The Bus Stop 

Students must not stand or play in the roadway while waiting for the bus. Students must respect private property 

while waiting for the bus. Students should arrive at the bus stop no more than 10 minutes before the 

scheduled arrival of the bus. Self-discipline must be exercised by students waiting in the bus loading areas. 

Students must wait to board the bus in an orderly manner; no games, no cuts, no throwing of objects, no running 

into the street. 

 

Bicycles, Scooters and Skateboards 
Fourth, fifth and sixth grade students who ride their bicycles to school are required to complete a permission slip. 

The forms are available in the office. All students riding bikes and scooters must wear a helmet. We reserve the 

right to withdraw the student’s privilege of riding his/her bike or scooter to school if rules are not obeyed. Three 

violations will be allowed before this license is canceled. After that the student may not ride his/her bicycle or 

scooter. Students in grades 1-3 are asked to leave bicycles and scooters at home. Because of safety and liability 

concerns, the district does not allow skateboards or roller blades on school grounds; therefore, students 

are asked to leave skateboards at home. This includes before and after school. 

 

Cell Phones, Cameras,  IPods, Video Games and other Electronic Devices  

For security and school climate purposes, all electronic devices must be turned off and in student backpacks 

while on school property.  Students who need to make an emergency phone call must use their phones with 

teacher permission, under the supervision of a teacher or other school personnel.  Cameras and other electronic 

devices may not be used at any time.  Failure to comply with these rules will result in the confiscation of the 

device(s) in question until an appointment with parents is scheduled.

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Expectations for Student Behavior 
 

Behavioral Expectations Overview: 

A.G. Bell is a safe learning community. We expect our students to be respectful and well-behaved at all times. 

Behavior that interferes with another student’s right to learn, with the teacher’s right to teach, or with student 

safety is not acceptable and will not be tolerated in this school. Further, students are expected to disclose 

information that could result in harm to themselves or to others to a staff member or their parent who will 

disclose to a staff member. 

Lake Washington School District Board policy addresses human dignity and harassment. Briefly, the human 

dignity policy states the importance of recognizing and valuing diversity and the importance of respecting oth-

ers. The harassment policy states that students and staff have a right to a non-threatening, non-intimidating 

school environment. Students who choose to engage in disrespectful and/or inappropriate behavior also choose 

the consequences of their behavior, up to and including suspension from school. Please help us by discussing 

the importance of respectful, appropriate behavior with your student. 

During the first few weeks of school, each teacher will review school board and A. G. Bell policies with all 

students. In addition, teachers will work with students to develop and communicate a set of behavioral 

expectations for each classroom. The purpose of these expectations is to see that every A. G. Bell student 

benefits to the extent possible from the classroom instructional program. Included in each set of classroom 

expectations are attention to instruction, listening to the speaker whether it be the teacher or another student, and 

active engagement in the learning activities. 

Positive student behavior is encouraged on a variety of levels – classroom, school and otherwise.  In addition to 

regular recognition of positive behavior in each classroom, this year we will be redesigning and implementing a 

school-wide student recognition program.  While the details of this program are not yet developed, be looking 

for further information in October.

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Expectations for Student Behavior-A.G. Bell Policy 

Inappropriate Student Behavior 

In order to assist A.G. Bell students in making appropriate choices regarding behavior, the following list has 

been developed to more clearly define behaviors that are NOT acceptable and will not be tolerated. 

1. Inappropriate language (e.g., swearing). 

2. Fighting or aggressive behavior to include hitting, kicking, pushing, tripping and grabbing. 

3.  Disrespectful behavior (e.g., arguing, refusal to comply with the request of a staff     member, 

threats, obscene gestures, violation of the district’s human dignity policy.) 

4. Possession of obscene materials. 

5. Possession of illegal substances or dangerous items (e.g., drugs, tobacco products, fireworks, matches). 

6. Possession of dangerous weapons or replicas of weapons (e.g., guns, knives, throwing stars). 

Possession of a weapon on school property may result in immediate expulsion from 

school pursuant to RCW 9.41.280. Possession of a firearm will result in a student expulsion for 

a minimum of one year. 

7. Any activity that would be illegal in society (e.g., theft, vandalism). 

Extreme Behavior 

Any behavior that is determined to violate district or A.G. Bell school policy, or that is dangerous to self or 

others will result in immediate removal to the school’s office and further steps that are deemed appropriate by 

the school’s principal or principal designee. 

Consequences for Inappropriate Behavior 

Consequences for inappropriate behavior may include: 

1. Loss of recess time, time-out in the classroom, in another classroom or in the office. 

2.  Teacher developed consequences (e.g., phone call home, written work). 

3. Restitution or school community service. 

4.  Student/parent/teacher and/or principal conferences.        

5. In-school suspension. 

6.  Out-of-school suspension. 
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Playground Expectations – General 
1. Follow the directions of the playground supervisors immediately. 

2. Play only in the designated areas. 

3. Follow the established games rules. 

4. Electronic equipment (Handheld Games, I-Pods, Cell Phones, etc) are not allowed on the     

 playground.  

5. Chewing gum is not allowed at school. (Unless by teacher special permission) 

6. Throwing of rocks or gravel, pinecones, snowballs, berries, dirt and sticks is strictly prohibited. 

7. When playing on the bars two hands must be used at all times.  

8. The following areas are “off limits” during recess: Inside the building (without a pass), near    classroom 

windows, behind the portables or the dumpsters, in the woods.  

9. The gym restroom is open during recess. Students may get a restroom pass from the playground 

supervisor.  

Playground Rules – Specific 

The Covered Area 

Basketball, wall-ball, 4 square and jump ropes are acceptable.  Soccer balls are not acceptable.  Students are not 

to stand or sit on the railing or ramps of the portables.  Balls are not to be kicked in this area. 

 

The Marble Field 
Soccer, jump ropes, tag, kick-ball and touch football are acceptable. Students are not to sit or play next to the 

window of the classrooms.  Students are not to play in the bushes, play on the anthills or sit/play on the bike 

racks.  

 

The Upper Field 

Tag, soccer, touch football and kick-ball are acceptable. Students are not to play tag on the Big Toy or in the 

wood chops area around the Big Toy.  Climbing trees or playing in the branches of trees is not acceptable.  

Rainy Day Recess  

Students are to use ñcommon senseò during periods of inclement weather.  They should stay under cover, stay 

out of puddles and away from downspouts and be prepared with proper attire.  Umbrellas are not allowed on the 

playground.  
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Dress Code   

While it is important that we allow students to express some individuality and autonomy in their dress, some 

types of clothing are unsafe or inappropriate for the school setting.  With this in mind, the following are the 

dress expectations for students at A.G. Bell.  

The following are the dress expectations for students at A.G. Bell:  

¶ Shirts and tops need to fall at the waist or lower.  During normal school type activity (classroom, PE, 

recess), midriffs should remain covered.  Necklines need to be modest and appropriate for the school 

setting.  Necklines need to be modest and appropriate for the school setting.  Tank tops and other 

sleeveless top straps need to be at least 2 fingers wide.  

¶ Skirts and/or shorts should be appropriate for school. The measure for appropriateness is that the 

shorts or skirt be as long as the end of the student’s fingers when her arm is at her side.  

¶ Pants need to be waist high and cinched so that they do not „sag.‟  They should be free of large holes 

above the knees.  Blatantly oversized pants are not appropriate at school.  

¶ Clothes with inappropriate language or with alcohol or tobacco logos are not be worn.  

¶ Shoes should be appropriate to the activity level at school. Students wearing flip-flops to PE will be 

asked to sit out of class for that day.  “Heelies” or wheel type shoes are not allowed at anytime.  

¶ Hats are not be worn inside the school or classroom.  

¶ Gang related clothing is not to be worn.  

¶ Body sprays, perfume, breath sprays, etc., are not allowed as they can be potential allergens.  

If it is determined that a student’s apparel does not meet dress code, the student will call home for a change of 

clothes or put on something from the clothes available in the office.  If persistent dress code problems occur, 

parents will be notified and asked to meet with the principal or principal designee to work out a plan for their 

child to meet the dress code expectations.  

Please help your students dress appropriately for the weather.  Since recess is taken outside, students should 

come prepared for cold and/or wet weather.
