5.  Put the application due dates on the calendar. 
6.  Make an appointment with Mrs. Comeau. 
7.  Complete a schedule for your college due dates, including deadlines for applications, essays, interviews and 
financial aid forms as well as dates by which to ask ICS instructors to begin writing recommendations.
