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7" GRADE REQUIRED CLASSES

ENGLISH 7/ U.S. HISTORY FULL YEAR
English 7/ U.S. Historyis a year long, two-period block class which integrates writing, reading, speaking, listening
and technology skills in combination with the study of Unites States History from the Revolutionary War through the
Reconstruction Period after the Civil War. In United States History, the focus is on civics, geography, cultural devel-
opment, and human environment interaction. In Language Arts the emphasis is placed on Six Traits Reading and
Writing. Areas of focus include grammar usage, punctuation, sentence structure, and vocabulary development. Stu-
dents participate in four major book studies that include fiction and non-fiction. In addition, they will read and study
the elements and characteristics of a short story, a play, and poetry. Students will be assessed in a variety of ways
which include the following: projects and performances. Students will write at least four major multi-paragraph writ-
ing assignments using all the steps in the writing process. Each writing assignment will be assessed by using the Six
Traits rubrics developed for level three. Forms of writing at level three include an explanation piece, persuasive piece,
friendly letter format, research project, Constitutional Issues classroom based assessment, and a short story. At the
end of the year each student will put together a portfolio which includes at least one persuasive paper and one exposi-
tory paper.

CONNECTED MATH PROJECT 7 (Pre Algebra) FULL YEAR
CMP 7 is a year long course that covers the topics listed below. Students learn to recognize and generalize patterns
and relationships and apply this knowledge to increasingly more difficult problems. Units will cover:

An Introduction to Algebra: variables, tables, graphs and symbols as representations
Similarity: similar figures with congruence as a special case

Proportional Reasoning: rate, ratio, proportion, and percent

3-D Measurement: surface area and volume

Integers: operations with positive and negative numbers

Linear Relationships: expressed in words, tables, graphs and equations

Probability: expected value.
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7" GRADE SCIENCE FULL YEAR
Life Scienceis year long inquiry-modular based science course that builds on physical, earth and life science con-
cepts and processes introduced in grades K-6. Physical, earth and life science are investigated with increasing depth
where students plan and conduct their own procedures, devise their own data tables, and analyze and communicate
the results they obtain. In the physical science module, Energy, Machines and Motion students investigate energy
and the different forms it can take, how forces do work to change energy, and how forces change the motion of ob-
jects. The earth science module, Catastrophic Events allows students to experience natural phenomena, develop a
better understanding of the causes and effects of natural events and how these events help shape our planet. The life
science module, Population and Ecosystemdntroduces students to ecology where they research, analyze and inves-
tigate ecosystem interactions and food webs. Students explore factors that limit population size and learn the genetic
mechanisms that determine traits of individuals within a population. The process skills emphasized include measure-
ment, lab safety procedures, experimental design and data gathering. Through hands-on lab activities, class discus-
sions, individual and group projects and activities, students investigate science topics relevant to their own lives and
build understandings for the Washington State Science Essential Academic Learning Requirements.

8" GRADE REQUIRED CLASSES

ENGLISH 8/U.S. HISTORY 2/WA STATE FULL YEAR
English 8/U.S. History 2/WA Stateis a year long, two-period block class which integrates writing, reading,
speaking, listening and technology skills in combination with the study of United States history from the Indus-
trial Revolution through the Cold War. Washington state history is also taught chronologically within the histori-
cal content. Large focus is placed on historical concepts and periods during WWI and WWII, the history of
Washington State, arts in the Twenties and Thirties, and how leadership and freedom have evolved over time. In
Language Arts the emphasis is placed on Six Traits Reading and Writing. Areas of focus include grammar usage,
punctuation and sentence structure as well as persuasive writing strategies. Students participate in three major
book studies that include fiction and non-fiction selections. These reading selectionsincludeEnder 0 by Ga me
Orson Scott Card, To Kill a Mockingbirdby Harper Lee, and Touching Spirit Beaby Ben Mikaelsen. In addition,
they read and study the elements and characteristics of short stories, poetry, as well as textbooks and a variety of
reference sources. Students are assessed in a variety of ways which include the following: essays, projects, pres-
entations, group work, performances and tests. Students write at least four major multi-paragraph writing assign-
ments using all the steps in the writing process. Each writing assignment is assessed using the Six Traits rubrics
developed for Level Three. The forms of writing used focus primarily on a variety of explanation and persuasion
papers as well as research projects. By the end of the year students have put together a portfolio, which includes
a variety of their writing samples, including at least one or more persuasive papers.

Earth Scienceis a year long modular, inquiry-based course which builds on physical, earth and life science con-

cepts and processes introduced in grades K-6. Physical, earth and life science are investigated with increasing

depth where students plan and conduct their own procedures, devise their own data tables, and analyze and com-

municate the results they obtain. The physical science module, Properties of Matter, enables students to de-

velop their understanding of the physical and chemical properties that characterize matter. The earth science

module, Earth in Space develops an understanding of 1) the relationships among the solar system bodies

(primarily the Sun, Earth and Moon) and 2) how our study of the solar system helps improve our own understand-

ing of Earthés history and f iHimamBody&ywsterashelpsstadens t . Th
clarify what they already know about their body and through a series of inquiry-based activities understand their



body and the systems that keep it alive and healthy. Students will specifically investigate the digestive, respiratory,
circulatory and the musculoskeletal systems. The process skills emphasized include measurement, lab safety proce-
dures, experimental design, data gathering, error analysis, data representation and communication of results.
Through hands-on lab activities, class discussion, individual and group projects and activities, students investigate
science topics relevant to their own lives and build understandings for the Washington State Science Essential
Academic Learning Requirements.

HEALTH 1 SEMESTER
Health is a one semester class designed to better inform students of issues and choices involving health. A strong
emphasis is placed on personal responsibility and healthy choices that promote lifelong wellness. The following
topics will be presented and discussed during the semester: fitness and movement, nutrition and healthy food selec-
tion, human growth and development including peer pressure and stress management, community and consumer
health, disease prevention and personal health and hygiene, substance use and abuse including refusal skills, HIV &
AIDS, and personal safety including first aid.

Literacy and Language Standards

Students will complete three (3) writing assignments that meet the standards, including a literary
analysis essay, a persuasive essay, and a cause-effect or compare-contrast essay.
Mathematical and Scientific Reasoning Standard

Students are reqguired to demonstrate proficiency on one formal lab report in a science class and
a problem solving and reasoning report in a math class.

State Performance Graduation Requirements

* Classes of 2011 and 2012: Students must pass a state exam, a state-approved alternative or an assessment for stu-
dents in special education in reading and writing in order to earn a high school diploma. Students can meet the state's
math requirement by passing the high school math exam OR by earning two math credits after 10th grade.

* Class of 2013 and beyond: BEeginning with the class of 2013, students will be required to pass the reading, writing,
math and science high school state exams, state-approved alternatives or assessments for students in special educa-
tion. Students will need to pass two math end-of-course exams. The option to earn two math credits after 10th grade is
not available.

Certificate of Academic Achievement and Certificate of Individual Achievement

» Students in the classes of 2011 and 2012 who pass the reading, writing and math WASL/IHSPE exams eam a Certificate of Academic
Achievement (CAA) or Certificate of Individual Achievement (CIA). Students in the class of 2013 and beyond must pass reading,
writing, math and science to eam a CAA or ClA. Students who eamn a certificate will have it noted on their transcript.

» Cerfificate of Academic Achievernent — A requirement for graduation beginning in 2013. Students can still eamn it by passing all four
state exams or a state-approved altemnative in reading, writing and math.

» Cerlificate of Individual Achievement — Only for students in special education. A requirement for graduation beginning in 2013.
Students can still eam it by passing the HSPE-Basic, WAAS-Portfolio, WAAS-DAPE (Developmentally Appropriate Proficiency
Exam) or Locally Determined Assessment in reading, writing, math and science.

# Students in the classes of 2011 and 2012 who eam two math credits after 10 grade, BUT do not pass the math WASL/HSPE or
another appropnate math assessment, are still eligible to eam a diploma but they won't eam a certificate.

» Students who fransfer into a public school in 11t or 120 grade from another state or an in-state non-public setting can seek a waiver.

CTE Classes

Some Tech Prep students finish their entire first
vear of college while still i high schoel, and save a lot of fuition money in the process.

Not all dual credit CTE classes are in the Tech Prep family. For example, CTE Advanced Placement classes offer dual credit but
are not all areTech Prep classes.

Online World History 1 1s a 1.0 credit class that focuses on the history, economics, geography, and governments
of the Pacific Rim region from 1500 to the present. This class can be taken by the semester for .5 credit.

* Online Washington History
Online Washington History is a .5 credit class that provides the knowledge and awareness of the geography,
native inhabitants, early settlers, and the forces that drove modernization and statehood. Students will also study
Washington's emergence as a force for economic development and international trade. This class meets the
Washington state history graduation requirement.

* Online US Government
Online United States Government is a .5 credit class that focuses on the study of the history and development
of the US Constitution, our rights as citizens, our political process, and the role of the media in our political
process.

* Online English 8
Online English 9 is a 1.0 credit class that will build core reading, writing, and thinking skills necessary for suc-
cess. This class can be taken by the semester for .5 credit.

* Online Health
Online Health is a comprehensive .5 credit health course that provides students with essential knowledge and
decision-malking skills for a healthy lifestyle. Students will analyze aspects of emotional, social, and physical
health and how these realms of health influence each other.

The text provides a balanced mix of data-analysis and pure-algebra techniques in a
hands-on investigative approach. Students practice, reason, apply, and review as they progress through the curricu-
lum. Algebraic techniques equip students with multiple problem-solving strategies and prepare them for higher-level
courses that may be algebra intensive.
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9" GRADE SCIENCE FULL YEAR
Physical Sciences a year long inquiry-based lab science class focused on exploring multidisciplinary
science. Students study physics, chemistry, earth science, and astronomy topics along with conducting
inquiry investigations and analyzing scientific design. The course begins with physics, the most basic of
the physical sciences, reaching then into chemistry, the central science, which in turn leads to the Earth

sciences, and finally to astronomy. Throughout this course, the connectionsvithin science are demonstrated and con-

ceptualized. The uses of models are an integral part to understanding the physical sciences and students learn to de-
velop and critique models to recognize the world around them. Concepts of science are constructed through hands-on
activities and then supported with the use of the text book. Another focus is formulating and analyzing scientific inves-
tigations and design. Students plan their own labs and then reflect on their design to make improvements or justify
their ideas. Students also read, write, and use technology to gather and process scientific information from a wide
range of print and electronic sources. Students communicate their understanding through the following forms of writ-
ing: procedure, explanation, report, and formal lab reports. Specific writing instruction emphasizes proper methods for
formulating hypotheses, writing procedures, collecting and analyzing data, and writing conclusions. A major in-class
assessment is the SLUDGE TEST where students demonstrate their understanding of properties of matter, scientific
design, data analysis, and their ability to communicate their findings through a series of student-designed inquiry inves-
tigations.
