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     The 2009-2010 school 
year is off to a great start. I 
certainly hope that all of our 
new students have found IJH 
to be a welcoming place that 
also provides a challenging 
learning environment. This 
year is unique because there 
are not any new teachers to 
introduce to the commu-
nity. I am pleased to say that 
all of the faculty members are 
returning and already know 
the culture that we work to 
maintain. The benefit of this 
experience was plainly obvi-
ous during the first few days 
of school. This year we have 
had an exceptionally smooth 
start, reducing stress for all of 
our students. 
 
     We do have one new staff 
member to introduce. I am 
pleased to announce that we 
have added a new administra-
tor to IJH.

     As many of you know, we 
have a Homeroom program 
that meets four days a week. 
Three of the meetings are 
short 20-minute check-ins, 
and one is an hour-long ex-
tended period. During Octo-
ber, we will be discussing 
Internet safety as well as cell-
phone safety. Your student 
will learn about common 
problems encountered on 
social networking sites such 
as Facebook and MySpace.  
 
     We will also be discussing 
a more difficult issue, 

òsexting,ó which is the prac-
tice of taking a nude or pro-
vocative picture with a cell 
phone and sending it to an-
other person. IJH has had 
students that have experi-
enced negative outcomes 
after participating in this type 
of activity. Unfortunately, the 
social consequences of this 
behavior are very difficult to 
undo. The national statistics 
surrounding it are also dis-
couraging. As is our practice, 
we want to educate students 
about safety issues and pro-
vide them with the tools 
needed to make healthy and 
safe choices. More on this 
topic will follow.

     There are two things my spouse and I enjoy the 
most: eating and talking. We took a trip last winter 
to Thailand where we spent much of our time doing 
both. A memorable event involved taking a cooking 
class where we took a trip to the local market to 
shop for ingredients. The cookbook we received 
from the instructor now sits on our shelf with 
memorable titles that have been added to our home 
library. Itõs no coincidence that cookbooks take up a 
majority of that space. 
  
     When we cook and eat a meal together, the con-
versation moves through the topics of work, friends, 
movies we want to see, chores that need to be done, 
and who gets to do the chores that were addressed. I 
remember one time that I read the book òThe 
Road,ó by Cormac McCarthy, and recommended it 
at dinner. That sparked a great weeklong discussion 
about the book, our thoughts and fears that came 
from it (if youõve read it, youõll understand), and 
speculation about the film that comes out in a few 
weeks. 
 
     Books have that power ð to elicit a great discus-
sion at different levels, even if both readers disagree 
on their fondness of the book. They just have that 
powerful ability to create connections and meaning.

are assigned 
books in their Language Arts classes, and reading 
them together as a family can be a great way to start 
some conversations around your dinner table (or 
breakfast table, or car, or backyard). 
 
     The IJHS library is sponsoring a book group for 
parents of seventh- and eighth-grade students. We will 
read and discuss the same books that students are as-
signed in their LA/SS classes. The meetings last an 
hour and are on Tuesdays at 7 p.m. See our reading 
for the year below.

     Cormac McCarthy may not be a good choice for a 
family read, but books by S.E. Hinton, Orson Scott 
Card, Meg Cabot and other young adult writers would 
be great authors to get to know. They may even be-
come a part of your discussion around the dinner ta-
ble, while working in the back yard, or on the way to 
soccer practice.

Help combat the spread of flu; Hereõs what to do 

kindergarten through sec-
ond grade must be super-
vised when using these 
products. 
      
     Teach your children to 
cover their coughs and 
sneezes with tissues and 
wash their hands afterward. 
They 
should 
cover up 
their coughs 
or sneezes 
using the 
elbow, arm 
or sleeve 
instead of the hand when a 
tissue is unavailable. 
      
     Teach your children 
not to share personal 
items like drinks, food or 
unwashed utensils.  
      
     Know the signs and 
symptoms of the flu. 
Symptoms of the flu include 
fever (100 degrees Fahren-
heit, 37.8 degrees Celsius or 
greater), cough, sore throat, 
a runny or stuffy nose, body 
aches, headache and feeling 
very tired. Some people may 
also vomit or have diarrhea. 
      
     Hereõs what to do if your 
child does become sick with 
flu symptoms: 
      
     Do not send children 
to school if they are sick. 
Any children who are deter-
mined to come to school 
while sick will be sent home. 
Children who exhibit flu 
symptoms at school will go 
to the health room so they 

can be kept separate from 
other students until you are 
able to pick up your child. 
      
     Keep sick children at 
home for at least 24 hours 
after they no longer have 
fever or do not have signs 
of fever, without using fever

-reducing drugs. 
Keeping children 
with a fever at home 
will reduce the num-
ber of people who 
may get infected. 
      
     If the flu be-

comes more severe, we 
may take additional steps to 
prevent the spread, such as: 
      
     Conducting active fe-
ver and flu symptom 
screening of students and 
staff.  

    As you may know, the flu 
virus can spread easily from 
person to person. There-
fore, we are starting this 
school year by taking steps 
to reduce the spread of flu, 
whether the regular flu or 
the H1N1 virus, also known 
as the swine flu. We want to 
keep our students and fami-
lies healthy and our schools 
open and functioning nor-
mally during this flu season. 
But we need your help to 
do this. 
      
     Our school district is 
working closely with Public 
Health Seattle King County 
and the Washington Depart-
ment of Health to monitor 
flu conditions and make 
decisions about the best 
steps to take concerning 
schools. We will keep you 
updated with new informa-
tion as it becomes available. 
For now, we are doing eve-
rything we can to keep our 
school functioning as usual.  
      
     Here are some of the 
things that we are doing at 
school that you also can do 
to help: 
      
     Teach your children to 
wash their hands often 
with soap and water or an 
alcohol-based hand rub. 
You can set a good example 
by doing this yourself. If 
you would like to bring an 
alcohol-based hand rub to 
school for student use, 
make sure it is 60 percent 
alcohol and does not have a 
scent or flavor. Students in 
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     Making changes to 
increase the space be-
tween people, such as 
moving desks farther apart 
and postponing class trips. 
 
     Dismissing students 
from school for at least 
seven days if they become 
sick.
