In Language Arts, seventh graders have completed a unit on nouns and a study of the novel Rules. The novel study 
emphasized the theme, empathy. We will be moving on to study pronouns and begin reviewing and using Step Up 
to Writing to craft longer, in ° depth writing assignments. 
 
Seventh grade Social Studies students finished analyzing the causes of the Revolutionary War and are now studying 
the major events of the conflict. We will be beginning a study of the creation of the United States and the Constitu-
tion. 
 
In Science, seventh graders are investigating different types of forces (gravity, elastic, friction) and collecting and ana-
lyzing data to support their understandings.  Students are also drawing force diagrams to describe how forces affect 
the motion of objects.  Later this month students will be using fan cars, mousetrap cars and roller coasters to investi-
gate how energy, force and motion are related.  Emphasis will be on writing conclusions and analysis in their lab 
reports.

8th grade continued: 

 

In  Science students have mastered measuring mass and volume, have grappled with the den-

sity of solids, liquids, and gasses, and have used density information to predict if something 

will float or sink in a liquid.  Now they are looking at the motion of particles as they go 

through a phase change, how thatôs related to density, and what it actually means for a sub-

stance to ómeltô or ófreeze.ô 

 

In CMP 8 , we are working on Thinking With Mathematical Models (TWMM) which ex-

plores linear and non-linear relationships.  In particular students are focusing on how these 

relationships appear in tables, graphs & algebraic form (equations).  Students will use this 

knowledge to solve one & two step linear equations working towards solving linear systems, 

which is the focus of our next unit, The Shapes of Algebra.  Please make sure that your stu-

dents are prepared to come to class each day with pencils, correcting pens, notebook paper 

and especially graph paper.  Mr. Sambrano & Ms. Yates  would also like to invite you to ac-

cess our classroom websites through the KJH website for a calendar of assignments, tests and 

upcoming classroom events to help keep both students and parents up to date on what is hap-

pening in class.

Ninth Grade Newsé 
 

In Freshman Science students have moved into the Mechanics unit and are now 

studying motion.   After investigating the basics of motion, distance, time, 
speed, and velocity, students are now examining Sir Isaac Newtonôs 3 Laws of 

Motion and how they related to their everyday experiences.   This unit is very 
hands -on and students are seeing the applications of these centuries -old ideas 

in todayôs modern world. 
 

 Language Arts  has Ninth graders completing the study of the short - story genre with 
their reading of, ñThe Most Dangerous Gameò by Richard Connell.  

Throughout the unit, students have gained an understanding of literary ele-
ments and the structure of plot ï important in all literature.  The culminat-

ing project reflects critical thinking and comprehension through the use of 

supportive details generated from the reading.  
 

 In World History,  students are investigating each of the five major world 

religions and will be able to demonstrate understanding of the influence of 
their cultural roots, analyze how religions have shaped world history, and be 

able to recognize how their expansion has shaped global politics and eco-
nomics.  
 

Algebra  students have just completed their study of describing data and graphing data 
in multiple ways.  They will end the first quarter with a study of proportions, 

direct and inverse variation.  In this unit of study, students will learn real -
world applications of proportions and have modeled the capture - recapture 

method of population by doing an explorationé.The Bean Exploration!  Stu-
dents will also learn dimensional analysis which is so valuable in the science 

world.  Direct and inverse variation is preparing students for the most important study 

of algebra:  linear equations.  The first quarter final exam is scheduled for Tues-
day, November 3.   It is extremely important that students attend this day to take the 

final.  As always, attendance is crucial due to the sequential nature of the subject.  
 

Geometry  students have just completed an in -depth study on angle relationships and 
the language of mathematical theorems.  To end first quarter, these students will study 

constructions using compasses and straightedges.  Students tend to love the hands -on 
learning in this unit (Chapter 3) and enjoy a few days off from homework as the con-

structions are done solely in class!  Geometry students continue to review algebra 
weekly to strengthen their algebra skills. The first quarter final exam is scheduled 

for Tuesday, November 3 .  It is extremely important that students attend this day to 
take the final.   

 
Advanced Algebra  students have been studying ñfunction familiesò and have been us-

ing function notation, identifying domain and range, and studying translations and dila-

tions of the linear, quadratic, square root, absolute value, polynomial, and circle fami-
lies.  This unit of study (Chapter 4) culminates with the challenging concepts of writing 

and evaluating composite functions.  The first quarter final exam for Advanced Al-
gebra students is scheduled for Thursday, November 5 .  It is extremely important 

that students attend this day to take the final.   



French Update 
 

Please remember for both French 1 and 2, students can and should 

be using the online resources such as go.hrw.com (no www) (donôt 

forget your keyword found in each chapter at the top of the page) 

and my.hrw.com (this does need your specific username and pass-

word) to access the online book, workbooks, and other activi-

ties!  Also my class website has a calendar which is updated with homework daily.  If youôre 

absent, please check the calendar to see what youôre missing.  Remember to schedule test and 

quiz re-takes within as many days as you were absent.  If you are feeling lost or need extra 

help, please make an appointment to come get some extra clarification from me before or after 

school.  Last, all French students should be reviewing their notes and vocabulary/grammar for 

at least 10 minutes per night.  Parents can help them with this, or they can do it themselves, 

with a friend, or online.  Use your resources! 

 

French 1 is starting Chapter 2 which covers ER verbs, asking about likes and dislikes, activi-

ties, definite articles, irregular plurals, contractions with à, conjunctions, and questions.  

 

The French 2 classes have started chapter 2.  We are currently doing a review of concepts 

which havenôt been taught to ñbridgeò the gap between our previous French text book 

(Discovering French) and our new book (Bien Dit).  We hope to finish chapter 2 by the end of 

quarter 1 (November 4), however this is the most intensive chapter in terms of concepts in the 

whole book, so that may not happen.  Students will be learning Passé Composé with both avoir 

and être as well as direct and indirect object pronouns!!

Drama students are working in small groups in the area of Improvisational Acting.   These 

students wake up and are ready to act it seems.  Students finished alliterative stories today 

in class and presented.  

 

Computer Applications students are creating newspapers and currently editing each oth-

ersõ articles.  Students will have a finished newsletter.  

 

Game Design students are creating a fourth game in class making adjustments.    Students 

can take home their SWF files and share with parents.

Student Release Procedures 

 
In the event that children need to be evacuated from the school during the day,  specific procedures are in 

place to arrange for the safe and orderly reunification of parents and students. 

 

An evacuation might be triggered by a security situation, power failure, earthquake, fire, HAZMAT, gas leak, 

and the list goes on. 

 

The district has a new communications tool this year that enables them to send a recorded voice message to 

every contact phone number in their system, for a particular school, or the entire district at once. 

 

This message will advise you of the situation at the school and of the need for you to come and pick up your 

student.  You should first come to the front entrance to the school where you will be met by staff.  Bring your 

patience; there are over 500 children to process. 

 

You will need to complete some student release paperwork.  Make sure that you have photo ID, you cannot 

take a child without ID.   

 

Once a staff member has confirmed that your ID matches the name on the Emergency Release Form you filled 

out in September, you will be reunited with your child.  

 

You may not take another child unless your name is on that studentôs release form.  These are district rules 

and are to protect the students from being sent away with an unauthorized person.  The obvious message here 

is to make sure that your Student Release Form on file in the office is up to date with accurate and com-

plete information and that the names of friends that you want to help you out are included on the form. 

 

November is also a good time to review your own family emergency planning.  Three days, three ways!  

Flashlights and new batteries, a battery powered radio, food, water, and a family plan.  Donôt forget to change 

the batteries in your smoke detectors too.  Good luck and have a safe winter.
