“l was wondering how our
schools are funded?”

Answer:

The district gets its operating revenue from five primary sources: state apportionment, local levy, state
categorical, federal funds and fees for district programs.

1. State general funds

State apportionment, or state general purpose funding, provides the largest portion, 54.8 percent, of
Lake Washington School District's general fund revenue. The amount is determined by the number of
students attending our schools and a series of formula factors. Those factors include legislatively-set
base salaries, employee benefits and non-labor allocations. The collective education and experience of
our teachers also affect the apportionment, since the state will provide a higher amount for teachers
with more education and/or more experience.

2. Educational programs and operations levy

The local property tax levy provides 17.9 percent of general budgeted revenues. These levy amounts
are capped by the legislature: the district cannot raise more money than the limit even when your
property value rises or even if the community wanted to raise more money for schools. Levies must be
approved by Lake Washington District voters at a special election. The last levy was approved in 2006
and is in effect for 2007 through 2010.

3. State designated funds

State dollars that are earmarked for specific categories provide 14.2 percent of budgeted revenues.
These funds must be used for specific categories such as special education, pupil transportation,
English Language Learner education, learning assistance, student achievement and education
enhancements. Most of these revenues are given for a specific program and are not available for other
purposes.

4. Federal funds

Money from the federal government comprises 5.4 percent of district revenues. These dollars fund
such programs as Head Start and Title | (educational enhancements to improve achievement of low-
income children). They also provide supplemental funding for special education programs and support
free and reduced price lunches in the food service program. These revenues also may only be used for
their specific program purpose.

5. Fee programs

The district generates 5.9 percent of its own revenue by charging fees for programs such as extended
day care and all-day kindergarten. This category includes revenue from sales of school lunches and
investment interest earnings.

6. Other school district or agencies

Payments from other districts for participation in joint programs, grants from other non-state agencies
and transfers from Capital Levy for Technology Training & Applications accounts for 1.8 percent of
budgeted revenues.

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News from 7th grade

Social Studies

The seventh graders continue to learn about the Industrial Revolution, Slavery, and Nationalism

v. Sectionalism. The Seventh grade team teaches these units with the emphasis on how each led the
United States closer to The Civil War. The students will get an opportunity to create timelines, analyze
key vocabulary, and view one of the episodes from the made for TV movie “Roots.” Upon completion of
those units, we will be moving into a Westward Expansion unit and how it affected the Native
Americans, the environment, and the European countries that still held territory on the North American
continent.

Language Arts

In 7th grade Language Arts, students will be continuing to hone their writing skills using MyAccess, an
online writing program providing students immediate feedback on their writing. All students are also
continuing to investigate the roots of the English language in a weekly unit on Greek and Latin roots.
Language Arts classes will also be reading Nightjohn, a novel by Gary Paulsen, the story of a freed
slave courageously returning to the South to educate slaves on a plantation.

Math

CMP seventh graders are studying linear equations. This unit contains some huge ideas that will be
essential to mathematics in the years to come. Resources to help with these topics can be found in two
places. For help with CMP specific questions, you can find video guides in the “Moving Straight Ahead”
section here: https://sites.google.com/site/mrsambranoswebsite/home/cmp7-videos

For general math help, check out www.Khanacademy.org and look under the heading “Algebra”.

Science

In Science, seventh graders started exploring the earth science unit: Catastrophic Events. Students
had a real life introduction to this unit discussing the earthquake and subsequent tsunami in Japan.
Students will be discovering how storms are created through the use of models and hands-on
investigations. Students will also be examining systems and how energy is transferred within and
between them. We will continue to practice writing complete, well thought out hypothesis, procedures,
conclusions and analyses.

News from Bth grade

Math

In CMP 8, we will be transitioning after Spring Break into the unit Growing, Growing, Growing where
students will learn about exponential relationships. We will specifically focus on how to identify these
relationships from graphs & tables and how to write equations for the relationships that we find. We will
also be learning about the rules of exponents and how to add, subtract, multiply and divide variables
that have powers greater than 1. To help facilitate your child’s learning, please make sure that your
students are prepared to come to class each day with pencils, correcting pens, notebook paper and
especially graph paper. Mr. Sambrano & Ms. Yates would also like to invite you to access our class-
room websites for a calendar of assignments, tests and upcoming classroom events to help keep both
students and parents up-to-date on what is happening in class.
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Science

Eighth graders had a wonderful hands-on opportunity to apply their understanding of our Earth in space
as they explored the Museum of Flight on March 11™. The Museum experience provided other
experiences with models of Space Exploration which we cannot duplicate within our classrooms. We
completed working with the idea of scales-size and distance of the objects within our solar system.
Students are using shadows as evidence of our motion-rotation and revolution within space. Students
will discover the reason for the seasons just after we enter into Spring. Please encourage your student
to check Standard Score and get extra help when they are struggling.

Language Arts

In 8" grade Language Arts, students will be preparing for the MSP reading test. Students will discuss
reading strategies and taking sample tests on a variety of fiction and non-fiction readings. For the
remainder of 4" quarter, students will be reading Harper Lee’s To Kill a Mockingbird. This is a classic
book that takes readers to the roots of human behavior — to innocence and experience, kindness and
cruelty, love and hatred, humor and compassion. The book’s very serious content looks at the roots of
prejudice in our society, taking the form of racism, sexism, and class struggle. All teachers will publish
a comprehensive calendar that schedules the readings, assignments, and tests related to this novel.

Social Studies

In 8" grade Social Studies, students will be completing their World War Il studies, finishing with the
War in Pacific and the dropping of the atomic bomb. Later in April, we will be moving on to the 1950’s
era of the Cold War and the American Dream. Students will be exploring the cultural changes in the
U.S. following the war and the establishment of the superpower conflict between the United States
(democracy, capitalism) and the Soviet Union (communism).

News from gth grade

English

Freshmen finished reading the famous epic, The Odyssey. They carefully considered matters of
mythology, geography, archeology, social values, morals, and issues pertinent to The Odyssey and the
challenges of youth. Students continue to practice critical thinking and writing skills in the process of
expressing and explaining their responses to literature.

Before spring break, all freshmen will begin their intensive study of Shakespeare: his life, his work, and
the history of the Elizabethan Period. Freshmen will continue to work on vocabulary, expanding written
responses, correct grammar usage, and improvement of sentence fluency.

World History

Freshmen are completing their reading of Red Scarf Girl, a novel that chronicles the experiences of
millions of Chinese people who lived through the political upheavals of Red China during the Cultural
Revolution. A lengthy reading packet is associated with this book. Following spring break, all freshmen
will begin the Classroom Based Assessment, a formal research project.

Science

The Freshman Science students have been working very hard and are now knee deep in their study of
Chemistry. Students are currently working with chemical equations, making sure they are balanced, and
investigating types of chemical reactions. Students will be participating in a number of hands-on lab
activities that deal with fire, acids, bases, and other exciting materials to help enhance their
understanding of chemical reactions. Please help students be safe in labs by making sure they don't
wear open-toed shoes, they tie back long hair, and they have an alternative to baggy clothing on lab
days.



Math

Algebra students are nearing the end of the unit on “Radicals and the Pythagorean Theorem.” After
their third quarter final on April 12, students will begin the fourth quarter with a unit on Functions
(Chapter 8). Students will be able to identify functions from tables, graphs, and equations. They will
learn to use function notation and to evaluate functions using that notation. Students will specifically
study the absolute value function and will be introduced to parabolas in preparation for the last unit of
the year: QUADRATIC FUNCTIONS! As always, students must be consistently completing their
homework and attending class to achieve success during this most challenging time of Algebra.

Geometry students have been studying transformations in Chapter 7. They have been exploring
rotations, translations, and reflections and discovering polygons that will tile a plane. Their third
quarter final will be after spring break on April 8. Looking ahead, geometry students will spend a great
deal of the last quarter working on two related units: Area (Chapter 8) and Volume (Chapter 10).
Students will find that strong algebra skills are needed for both units.

Advanced Algebra has just completed Chapter 7, a very challenging unit on polynomials. Students
learned to use the factor theorem to discover one zero of a function and could then find the other zeros
using long division of polynomials or synthetic division. Conversely, students were given the roots of a
function and asked to calculate the polynomial function. Whew! Their third quarter final is scheduled
for Thursday, April 7. The fourth quarter will find these students continuing a unit on Rational
Expressions and learning to simplify and calculate with rational expressions and equations, otherwise
known as “ugly fractions!”

Spanish/Espariol

Spanish |
Students are learning to describe vacation choices and activities in Spanish, talk about the weather,
discuss what to take on a trip, and talk about how teens in Chile spend their vacations.

Students are learning the present progressive, naming and describing the location of places in a
community, asking for and giving directions, and describing bargaining procedures in Latin American
markets.

Spanish llI
Students are learning the present-perfect subjunctive to expressions hopes, doubts, disbelief or
uncertainly, and are also learning irregular verbs.

The French 1 classes will spend April studying Chapter 5 and moving on to Chapter 6. Chapter 5
covers free time and interests. Chapter 6 covers food! We will definitely be incorporating some tastings
into this chapter.

French 2 classes will be finishing chapter 5 and moving on to chapter 6. Chapter 5 is reflexive verbs
and daily routines. Chapter 6 students will learn about the past using the Imparfait tense.

French 3 classes will also finish Chapter 5 and start Chapter 6. Chapter 5 is about animals and nature
and Chapter 6 is about expressing certainty and doubt, using the subjunctive tense, and
information. The chapter is about the press.
