Conference Time — We
will be holding Parent-
Teacher Conferences this
Friday, November 20th and
next week Monday and
Tuesday, November 23 and
24. You should have a
conference time scheduled
with your child’s teacher.
Below are some hints to
make this time productive
for your child’s learning.

Remember, all children
learn in different ways.
They have their own
individual personalities,
listening skills and work
habits. To help your
students learn new
knowledge and skills,
teachers must know as
much as they can about
each child. No one knows
more about these things
than you, the parents. And
no one has more influence
over your children than
you. That’s why teachers
need your help to do a first
class job. Working
together, you and the
teacher can help your child
have a successful school
year.

Here are some things to
Keep in Mind. Start the
conference right, be there
on time, and plan not to run
over the amount of time
that has been set aside. If
you are a working parent
who can’t arrange to meet
during regular hours, make
this clear to the teacher and
try to set up a time to meet
that is good for both of
you. The best conferences
are those in which both
teacher and parents stay
calm and try hard to work
together for one purpose
only: to help your child do
well.

You should get ready for
each conference, too.
Talk to your children
before the conference.
Find out what they think
are their best subjects, and
what subjects they like the
least. Find out why. Also,
ask your children if there is
anything they would like
you to talk about with their
teachers. Make sure your
children don’t worry about
the meeting. Help them
understand that you and

their teacher(s) are meeting
together in order to help
them.

It’s a good idea to ask
your most important
questions first, just in
case time runs out before
you and the teacher have
a chance to discuss them
all. Be sure to ask the
teacher for specific
suggestions on ways to
help your child do better.
This is the most important
part of the meeting. It will
become your action plan.
If the teacher says
something you don’t quite
understand, don’t be shy
about asking for an
explanation. It’s a good
idea to end the conference
by summing up decisions
you’ve made together.
Afterward, work the plan
for improvement together.
There is nothing more
powerful than parents and
teachers working together
for the good of a child.

At the November 9 meeting of the Lake
Washington School District Board of
Directors, Superintendent Chip Kimball
presented his recommendations for
funding measures to place on the
February 9 ballot. His proposal includes
a four-year Educational Programs and
Operations Levy, a four-year Capital
Projects Levy including both facilities
and technology items, and a new bond
measure that would modernize Juanita
High School, provide space for expected
enrollment growth, and prevent the
associated overcrowding.

The Educational Programs and Operations
(EP&O) Levy would renew the current
levy, which provides over 19 percent of
the districtos
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t h like online access to grades and

from textbooks to teacher training to
transportation, safety and security. It
pays for many of the basics our schools
need every day. 6

The Capital Projects Levy has two
components, including facilities items
and technology items, and would replace
the current capital projects levy that will
expire at the end of 2010. The facilities
portion of the proposed renewal levy
protects the taxpayer investment in our
schools by replacing major systems, like
roofs, flooring or heating systems, at
appropriate times through the life of
each school building, as well as
providing safety and accessibility
improvements and utility cost reduction
measures. The second component to
the capital projects levy pays for
technology items that help students
learn, like research databases and
educational software; help teachers help
students learn; help parents be more
involved in thei

attendance, and help district staff work
efficiently.

A new bond measure would:
provide equity in its high school
facilities by moving up the
modernization of Juanita High
School by four years; prevent
overcrowding and overuse of
portables by providing space where
growth is occurring on the eastern
side of the district; enable the
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economic realities and in fact have
made sure the capital projects levy,
if passed, would pay for items that
will reduce costs to our general fund
over the long term. While the bond
measure would be an additional
cost, I feel obligated to lay before
the voters the choice of paying that
cost or having overcrowded at.i
elementary schools and inequity

among our high school facilities.
