2008/09 Reflections Art Program & Contest 
General STUDENT PARTICIPATION RULEs Summary 


1. 2008–2009 PTA Reflection Program Theme is "Wow!"
Only new pieces of artwork made this year and inspired by the theme are acceptable. 

2. Eligibility to Enter
Local students are eligible to enter Reflections through Carl Sandburg PTSA (in good standing). A student may develop an entry in or outside of school. Students are allowed to submit more than one entry, and a maximum of two entries per category. Since Visual Arts is the most commonly entered category, and Literature the second common, students are encouraged to consider other art categories to increase their chances of having their entry move on as a finalist to the Lake Washington Council Competition.

3. Grade Divisions 

Students may enter the Reflections Program in the appropriate divisions for their grade:

a.) Primary: preschool–grade 2 


c.) Middle/Junior: grades 6–8
b.) Intermediate: grades 3–5


d.) Senior: grades 9–12
4. Art Categories & Entry Requirements 

Students may submit works in any of the six art categories. For “blind” judging, NO NAMES can be on the front of artwork. A parent-signed Official Entry Form including title and an artist’s statement describing how their piece relates to the theme must accompany all entries.

· Visual arts: drawing, painting in tempera, oil, acrylic, watercolor & t-shirt paints, computer generated art, two-dimensional collage, printmaking, needlework & leather tooling. (Minimum size 8.5 X 11, max. size including matting is 24 X 30 & 3/8 “ thick. Foam/mat board backing (so can’t be rolled) & protective clear plastic sleeve recommended & required for finalists to go on to Council level judging.)

· Literature: works of fiction, nonfiction, poetry, prose, drama, & short stories (2000 word max, submit original plus copy w/name & school on back of each numbered 8 ½ X 11 page in manila folder).
· Photography: single prints or collage up to 11 x 14 inches (including mat) in color or black and white, including techniques: photogram, retouched, montage, sandwich and multiple exposure w/o graphics.

· Musical composition: original musical composition, with or without words (recorded via CD accepted for primary and intermediate grades. Middle grades need to include musical notation with CD. (Maximum size 11 X14, or 11 X 16 for band/orchestra, don’t bind scores together). *

· Dance choreography: originally choreographed dance composition recorded on DVD (max 5 min). *

· Film Production: original works, with or without sound, of animation, narrative, documentary, experimental or music video/film (submit in .MPG, .MOV or .WMV format and save as file). *

* Students are not required to perform in their recorded entries. The CD/DVD entry should be in a plastic or cardboard case with student’s name, grade division, state, year & submitted in large envelope.
5. Children with Disabilities 

The national PTA organization believes it is the right of parents to place their child in the Reflections Program grade division that best reflects the child’s developmental age. 

6. Deadlines 

Carl Sandburg's Reflections deadline is Friday, November 14th at 3:30pm. Entries with parent-signed Official Entry Forms should be turned in to Bette at the Sandburg Office. Visual art and 

Photography entries will be displayed in the hallways, and students will vote for "Student Choice" Awards.

7. Judging (Please email adad4art@verizon.net if you know of community members to help judge.)
The Reflections Program makes no restriction on content or subject in artwork, only that it is inspired by the current year's theme. Sandburg PTSA determines its own judges for the program. Under no conditions may parents or students contact the judges to dispute the status of an entry. All decisions of judges are final. 

All entries will be "blind" judged on artistic merit, creativity, and interpretation of the theme by a panel of judges in each category. Official Awards in each category and finalists for Carl Sandburg will be determined by a total of the judge’s scores in that category. 

8. Award Recipient Notification 

Sandburg will announce awards at a parent/student/teacher Reflections Reception the first week in December. 25 finalists, with no more than 15 Visual Arts entries, will move on to the Lake Washington PTSA Council level on December 15th for additional judging. There is no specification on which grade divisions the 25 finalists come from. All Sandburg finalists moving on to PTSA Council will be displayed and recognized at the Council Reflections Reception on January 16th, from 6-9pm, where Council Awards will be given. 

Selected finalists from Council will move on to the Washington State level, and from there, State Reflections will give awards and select finalists to move on to judging for national awards and honors. State arts chairs will notify students who receive national recognition. State chairs will submit original photography and visual arts pieces to the national PTA organization to create the Reflections Program Gallery on the PTA national website. Any artworks, awards, or certificates returned to the national PTA office due to insufficient or incorrect addresses will be mailed to the appropriate state office.
