“PICTURING AMERICA”

It has been busy in the library already this falll We just
received a National Endowment of the Humanities
(NEH) grant called “Picturing America.” Picturing
America is an innovative program that brings some our
nation’s most significant images into classrooms and
provides our school a unique opportunity to teach
students American History through art.

The 40 24” x 36” Picturing America images
recently arrived at Evergreen and came complete with
teaching resources for use throughout the curriculum,
not just social studies. The images are high-quality
full-color reproductions that span several centuries of
American art and feature artists ranging from early
American Indian artisans to painters Mary Cassatt and
Thomas Hart Benton; photographers Walker Evans
and Dorothea Lange, to architects Frank Lloyd Wright
and William Van Alen.

The images are now a permanent part of the
library’s collection and offer an amazing glimpse of life
in America through the ages. If you are interested in
viewing the collection or learning more about the
program, visit the “Picturing America” website at
http://picturingamerica.neh.gov.
