We are off to a fantastic start! Please take a moment to review highlights of a few changes pur

staff has made for 200910.

As a result of doing research on best practice, as well as staff and student surveys, Finn Hill
will continue to have a 2@minute Falcon Time period within the school day. Falcon Time

groups will meet each day, except on early release Wednesdays, and a mixed grade level group

of students will be assigned the same Falcon Time teacher for their entire three years at Finp
Hill. Along with building community, students will have a variety of tasks during Falcon Time.
Some Falcon Time days will be set aside for assemblies, fundraisers, spirit building and othe

non-academic functions so instructional time is not interrupted. Other Falcon Time days will
be used for antibullying education, alkschool reading time, and reviewing study skills.

We will no longer haveMandatory Make Up after school for students with missing work. In-
stead, if students need extra instruction, smalgroup tutoring, or time to make up absent or
missed work, we will offer this during Falcon Timeonpredi AT T AA AAUO AAI
We will continue to open the Library after school a couple days a week for voluntary Home-
work Club.

Students will be reviewing our discipline model at the beginning of the school year. Parents
please ask your student to review the model, as outlined in the Student Planner, with you as
well. Our students are generally very respectful and appropriate; however, we will guide stu
dents as needed. As an outcome of our parent, student and staff Discipline Committee meg
ing, the Finn Hill staff has decided to keep you more informed. In the past, we have not alw
notified you if your student had a minor level of discipline such as lunch detentiornThis year,
you will be notified when your student has served a lunch detention so you can follow up
with him/her at home.

We will continue to provide manyrecognition opportunities for students such as Falcon
Spirit Citizenship Awards, Athletic Honors and Honor Roll achievements. Please keep an ey
on newsletters and emails for more student recognition to be added, such as students of the
week/month, as well as individual classroom achievements.

As we begin a new school year, we want to provide parents with information intended to
help keep our student communications safe, responsible, and legal. First, a reminder that
use or display of cell phones, iPods, and othpersonal electronic devices are not al-

lowed in school in the Lake Washington School District. ~ This prevents an array of
problems, from theft/loss of property, to plagiarism, class disruption, and distraction.
Students may use cell phones before and after the official school day, and should store
them silenced and out of sight during the school day, including during lunch period. If
parents or students have an emergency message, they may request permission to use an
office phone. Devices will be confiscated by school staff if they are seen or heard during
the day.
