(__ ) ATAC boarder - boards all terrain and snow conditions including, deep snow and moguls.

Sign up through Alpine West Snow Sports Program

Choose which option works best for you.
1. You can purchase your pass on line at www.summitatsnoqualmie.com/ecommerce. Once you have turned in your
registration form with full payment a Group Name and Password along with other directions will be emailed to you.
This is for Alpine West/SSCS students ONLY.

2. If you had a pass last year you can send your completed and signed application with payment to The Summit @ Snoqualmie
by December 15, 2011. Write on the application “use last years photo” pass will be mailed back to the student.

3. If you did not have a pass last year, send a school photo or any picture that is wallet size or larger with your completed and
signed application with payment to The Summit at Snoqualmie by December 15, 2011. Pass will be mailed back to student.

4. If you had or did not have a pass last year you can drive up to The Summit West Season Pass Office with your completed
and signed application and payment.
