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ACADEMIC PLANNING GUIDE 

 
Academic Planning: The counselors in the JHS Counseling Department are committed to helping each 

student have a meaningful and successful high school experience.  Active involvement of the student, 

parent or guardian, and counselor in developing a 4-year high school academic plan is the first step 

toward that positive high school experience.  Use the 4-year plan form in this catalog to map out your 

high school academic career.  Follow these suggestions when developing your plan: 

 

 Include courses to help you meet all graduation requirements. 

 Be sure you can meet any prerequisites for courses you plan to take. 

 Take courses in proper sequence. 

 Plan for course fees, if there are any. 

 Plan for your post-high school academic and career goals. 

 Use your academic strengths to your advantage. 

 Maximize your chance for success in areas of academic weakness. 

 Keep all options open by taking a full academic load each year. 

 Plan ahead for enhancement programs (AP, NEVAC, Running Start, College Credit and Careers 

Network (formerly Tech Prep). 

 Seek recommendations from teachers who know your work. 

 Revise the 4-year plan every year. 

 

Current 9
th
 graders should consult their junior high school teachers and counselors for assistance with 

their 4-year plans and course selections for 10
th
 grade.  Be sure to maintain alignment with mathematics 

and science courses.   

 

Current 10
th
 and 11

th
 graders should consult their teachers and counselors for assistance with their 4-year 

plans and to review their progress toward meeting graduation requirements.  

 

Grades and Classes:  You have the opportunity to increase knowledge, expand skills, and develop good 

study techniques in your courses.  The grades you earn in those courses are recorded on the transcript. 

Colleges, universities, and technical training programs use your transcript to consider your grades and 

course work when determining your admissibility into their institutions and programs.  Employers and 

military recruiters review your grades and course work when considering you as an applicant. 

 

Meeting College and University Admission Requirements:  To gain admission into most colleges and 

universities, and to be prepared for college-level work, you should take additional high school courses in 

academic areas beyond local district requirements for high school graduation.  The level of each course 

should be the highest level of challenge of which you are capable.   

 

Electives and Extra-curricular Activities:  Many business and technology courses are helpful to 

college-bound students.  Computer-based courses offer beneficial skills for college students.  Most 

colleges and universities, and many employers, seek students with skills or interests in addition to 

academic achievement.  Participation in student government, music and art, school publications, 

community service, sports, clubs, and other school-sponsored activities can enrich your school life and 

help you build leadership, cooperation, and time management skills.   
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FOUR-YEAR EDUCATION PLAN 

 
 Students must take a minimum of 6 classes each semester (.50 credit earned per semester class). 

 Academic core courses must include:  8 semesters English, 4-6 semesters Mathematics*, 4-6 semesters 

Science*, 2 additional semesters Mathematics/Science, and 6 semesters Social Studies. 

 Electives must include:  3 semesters Physical Education, 2 semesters Occupational Education,  

2 semester(s) Fine/Performing Arts, and 1 semester Health Education. 

 Electives may include all areas listed above. 

 All students must meet a Washington State History content requirement and other specified content in 

English and Social Studies. 

 Level 5 Standards to be met:  Communications (Essays), Culminating Project, Quantitative and Scientific 

Reasoning, Certificate of Academic Achievement (WASL), and ―High School & Beyond Plan.‖

Meeting Performance Standards:  Students must rate Proficient or higher on Level 5 Standards (usually 

equivalent to 11
th
 or 12

th
 grade ability level) in Communications, Quantitative and Scientific 

Reasoning, and Culminating Project.  Students will have multiple opportunities in a variety of classes to 

fulfill the required Level 5 Standards. In addition, students must meet WASL requirements (listed below) 

and complete a ―High School and Beyond Plan.‖   

 

 Level 5 Standards-Communication. 

o Writing: Students are required to show they have learned to communicate through writing in 

order to graduate. Students will complete three writing assignments that meet the 

communication standards. They are:  a literary analysis essay, a persuasive essay, and a 

cause-effect or compare-contrast essay  

 Level 5 Standards-Quantitative and Scientific Reasoning. 

o Classes of 2010: Students will demonstrate proficiency on one formal lab report.   

o Class of 2011 and 2012: Students will demonstrate proficiency on one formal lab report and 

complete a problem solving and reasoning report. 

 Culminating Project:   
o During the 12

th
 grade, students will complete a Culminating Project that includes an in-depth 

study of a topic of interest, creation of a product or providing a service in connection with the 

in-depth study, documentation of new learning, a written paper, and a presentation.

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NEW MINIMUM ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS FOR PUBLIC COLLEGES AND 

UNIVERSITIES IN WASHINGTON STATE 
  

The Washington Higher Education Coordinating Board has revised minimum college admission 

standards.  In order to be considered for regular admission to a public institution, students will 

need to meet the following standards: 

 

Graduating class of 2010 and 2011: Students need to complete two years of laboratory science, 

including one year of algebra-based biology, chemistry, or physics. 

 

Graduating class of 2012 and beyond: Students entering the sophomore year of high school in 2009-

2010 need to earn three years of CADR* (see page 7) courses each year of high school, including their 

senior year.  

 

*Note on CADR and admission standards: CADR (College Academic Distribution Requirements) refer to 

college admission criteria established by the Higher Education Coordinating Board that specify the course 

work required in six different subject areas (math, English, science, social sciences, world languages, and 

the arts). This term differs from high school graduation requirements determined by the Lake Washington 

School District.  

 

Meeting the minimum college admission standards does not guarantee admission to a public 

baccalaureate institution. Therefore, students are encouraged to go beyond meeting minimum college 

admission standards to improve chances for gaining entry to a public baccalaureate institution.

NOTE: Beginning in 2010, 2 credits of laboratory 

science, including one credit of algebra-based biology, 

chemistry, or physics, will be required.

(required for admission to public baccalaureate 

institutions beginning summer of 2010).  

Note: Western Washington University specifies that the 

algebra-based science course be chemistry or physics  

World Languages – 2 credits of the same world 

language, Native American language, or American Sign 

Language.

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REGISTRATION PROCESS FOR THE 2009-2010 SCHOOL YEAR 

 

 
Registration Process:  Registration materials consisting of this Course Catalog and the Course 

Selection Worksheet will be distributed to 9
th
, 10

th
, and 11

th
 grade students registered at Juanita High 

School, Finn Hill Junior High School, and Kamiakin Junior High School in February, 2009. 

 

Information Session:  During the sophomore registration period in the early spring, Curriculum Night 

is held at Juanita High School.  At this program, staff will present curriculum options in each department 

and will explain elective offerings, Honors courses, Advanced Placement options, Level 5 Standards, 

Culminating Project, Running Start, NEVAC, and College Credit and Careers Network (formerly Tech 

Prep).  The evening is designed for current 9
th
 graders and their parents/guardians but is open to all 

Juanita High School students and their parents. 

 

Course Selection Worksheet:  You will be asked to indicate your registration choices on a Course 

Selection Worksheet (See Sample Worksheet on page 9).  This form must be submitted according to the 

deadlines published at Finn Hill and Kamiakin Junior High Schools and at Juanita High School. 

 

Parent Signature Required:  A parent/guardian signature is required on the completed Course 

Selection Worksheet.  The parent signature indicates the parent‘s involvement in the registration process, 

his/her review of the student‘s progress toward graduation, and his/her support of the selections made by 

the student. 

 

Teacher Signatures Required:  Signatures from current teachers are required on the completed Course 

Selection Worksheet for courses that specify teacher permission as a requirement for the course.  (See 

course descriptions.)  Teacher signatures also are required for all Honors and Advanced Placement (AP) 

courses; all Resource Programs; and Mathematics, Science, and World Language continuation 

courses.  First year World Language courses do not require teacher signatures.   

 

Course Selection:  A student‘s Course Selection Worksheet is an extremely important document. The 

Juanita High School Master Schedule, with staffing assignments and number of sections for each course, 

is developed based on student course selection. 

 

Requests for course changes will be considered at the beginning of each semester and will be granted only 

for approved academic reasons.  Any course added to your schedule as part of a schedule change will be 

taken only from the list of courses you selected during the registration process, with primary 

consideration of satisfying graduation requirements. 

 

In order to avoid disappointment later on, you must select enough courses to complete the entire Course 

Selection Worksheet, including the 6 Alternate Choice spaces.  These alternates are not considered in any 

priority order.  Therefore, you can expect to see any of your alternate choices on your final schedule, no 

matter where you listed it on your Course Selection Worksheet.

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ACADEMIC ENHANCEMENT OPPORTUNITIES 

 
Juanita High School offers the following program options to enrich your high school academic 

experience: 

 

Advanced Placement:  The Advanced Placement (AP) Program is administered by the College Board 

and includes courses for highly motivated students who wish to pursue college-level studies in the high 

school setting.  Qualifying grades on the AP exams offered in the end of the school year can be submitted 

for college credit and/or exemption from course requirements in the freshman year of college.  Currently, 

JHS offers 11 AP courses each year.  These include: 

 Calculus I, Calculus II, Statistics 

 Biology (alternate years), Chemistry 

 English Language and Composition, English Literature and Composition 

 European History, US History 

 Spanish 

 Music Theory 

By taking AP courses students may: 

 Enhance their study skills through rigorous course work. 

 Pursue advanced study with other highly motivated students. 

 Improve their chances for admission to highly selective colleges and universities. 

 Reduce college costs by earning college credit while in high school. 

 

NEVAC:  Several school districts in the area, including LWSD, have formed a consortium to offer a 

variety of different professional/technical programs to high school students in participating districts.  

Juanita High School students may participate in NEVAC classes if they have earned 12 credits or more, 

have junior standing or higher, are making progress on Level 5 Standards, can accommodate the classes 

in their schedules, and can provide transportation to out-of-building programs.  The NEVAC registration 

process is coordinated by the JHS Career Specialist. (See the Career Resource Center section of this 

catalog for the complete listing of NEVAC classes.)   

 

College Credit and Careers Network (formerly Tech Prep):  By taking College Credit and Careers 

Network-designated courses, high school students may begin a vocational and/or technical program that 

can lead to a 2-year associate degree and/or a 2-year competency certificate.  Most NEVAC classes and 

some Business and Marketing, Science, Family and Consumer Science, and Technology classes at JHS 

offer the opportunity for credit.  These eligible courses are designated with a ribbon symbol (see right) 

in this catalog.  Students must receive a B or better in the eligible course in order to receive credit.  

Additional information is available at http://www.collegecreditcareersnetwork.org/.   

 

Running Start:  Seniors and juniors who qualify may enroll in college level courses at local participating 

community and technical colleges.  The courses taken will earn high school credit at JHS and college 

credit at some state colleges and universities.  The Lake Washington School District pays the college 

tuition for a specified number of credits taken.  Students are responsible for all fees, books, and 

transportation.  Students interested in Running Start must: 

 Consult their counselors for application instruction and program approval. 

 Take an assessment in literacy and mathematics at the community or technical college. 

 Have junior or senior standing in high school before taking courses through Running Start. For 

juniors in the Lake Washington School District, this includes: completion of the QSR Report 

(see pages 4-5), completion of 10
th
 grade required course sequence, and meeting WASL 

requirements in Reading, Writing and Mathematics. For seniors this includes: being on track for 

completion of Culminating Project, Level 5 requirements (see pages 4-5) and satisfactory 

completion of 11
th
 grade course sequence.

 Meet all JHS and LWSD graduation requirements through course work at JHS or through 

Running Start classes.  (Running Start students are not eligible for course waivers.) 

 Students may be required to attend high school classes for the purpose of completing high school 

graduation requirements. 

 Students who do not qualify for junior or senior status will not be approved for entry to Running 

Start and their tuition fees will not be paid by the school district. Parents and students will be 

responsible for course fees in the case that students attend community college without adequate 

standing or approval as determined by counselor or administrator.  

 

To begin Running Start in a fall quarter, students must apply in the previous March. 
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ACADEMIC POLICIES AND PROCEDURES 

 
These policies and procedures apply to Juanita High School students and to all junior high school 

students who enroll in courses at Juanita High School. 

 

Grading:  Grading at JHS is on a 4-point scale, with 4.0=A.  Passing is D, but in some cases, a student 

must achieve a grade higher than D to progress to the next course in an academic sequence.  (See course 

descriptions.) 

 

Pass/Fail:  In special circumstances, students, in consultation with their teachers and counselors, may 

elect to take a course Pass/Fail instead of for a letter grade.  Please note:  Taking this option limits 

eligibility for some graduation honors and may change the NCAA classification of the course.  

Pass/Fail must be approved within the first four weeks of the semester.  

  

Repeating a Course: Credits attempted for courses taken more than once to improve a grade may count 

only once toward the number of credits required for graduation. Grades for repeated courses may either 

be reflected on the transcript as earned or a non-numerical mark such as ―no credit (NC)‖ may be given 

for the lower of the attempted credits.  If a student wants or needs to use the credits for repeat classes to 

count toward graduation, all numerical grades earned must be reflected on the transcript. 

 

Performance Standards:  Students must meet required Level 5 Performance Standards according to the 

LWSD schedule.  (See pages 4-5 of this Catalog.)  To meet Level 5 Standards, students will: 

 Submit original work to the appropriate teacher according to specified deadlines. 

 Complete an appeal process to request re-submission of work, if necessary. 

 Be permitted only one re-submission of any assignment. 

JHS students participating in off-campus programs including, but not limited to, Running Start and 

NEVAC must meet required Level 5 Standards.  Students will meet regularly on campus with a JHS 

teacher assigned to accept, review, and grade the work they wish to submit for Level 5 requirements.  

Failure to make progress on Level 5 Standards can result in the revocation of permission for enrollment in 

off-campus programs. 

 

WASL Testing:  The WASL is administered to all registered 10
th
 grade students in the spring of the 10

th
 

grade year.  Results are available in June of that year.  Advanced registration is required for any test 

repeated after the spring of the 10
th
 grade year.  A student may repeat a WASL test section up to 5 times 

without charge.  After the 5
th
 attempt, there is a cost for subsequent attempts. 

 

Reduced Schedule:   A senior in good standing may complete an application for Early Dismissal or Late 

Arrival, reducing the 6-class daily schedule by a maximum of 1 class.  (A minimum 5-class per day 

enrollment must be maintained for the student to be eligible for graduation from JHS.)  Reduced 

schedules are approved only for academic or vocational reasons.  Students who waive any high school 

credits or who take a semester position as a Teaching Assistant (TA) are not eligible for Early Dismissal 

or Late Arrival. 

 

External Credit:  Credit may be approved for educational courses or experiences that are obtained 

through an institution or organization outside of Juanita High School.  An application process is required.  

Approval to pursue an outside course or experience for credit must be obtained from the principal before 

the beginning of the course or experience.  A maximum of 1 external credit per year may be submitted for 

approval. 
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ACADEMIC POLICIES AND PROCEDURES (continued) 
 

Course Credit Waiver:  In limited circumstances, a required course credit may be waived.  A formal 

petition for course credit waiver must be submitted in the student‘s senior year.  Specific restrictions on 

course credit waiver apply, and petitions must be approved by a school administrator.  Students who 

register for Teaching Aide (TA) positions, participate in Running Start or NEVAC, or elect reduced 

schedules through Early Dismissal or Late Arrival are not eligible for course credit waivers.  

 

Teacher Aide (TA) Positions:  A junior or senior in good academic standing may register to be a 

Teacher Aide for a teacher, department, library, or office at JHS.  Grading for TA positions is Pass/Fail, 

and elective credit is earned.  Students are advised to accept a TA position for no more than one semester 

during grades 11-12. 
 

Deadlines:  Deadlines apply for registration for special course options like NEVAC, College Credit and 

Careers Network (formerly Tech Prep), Running Start, and for registration for AP Examinations.  In 

addition, the following deadlines apply every semester for all students registered in courses at Juanita 

High School:   

 Schedule Change Requests may be submitted at the beginning of a semester; no changes will 

take place after the 10
th
 school day of the semester. 

 Requests for Pass/Fail designation must be submitted within the first 4 weeks of the semester.    

 Requests for reduced schedule must be submitted on or before the 10
th
 day of the semester. 

Note:  A grade of ñFò will be recorded for a course dropped at any time after the 10th day of the 

semester.

COLLEGE CREDIT AND CAREERS NETWORK 

                  (formerly Tech Prep) 

 

College Credit and Careers Network is an in-the-high-school program that allows students to receive 

college credit for classes taken in the high school.  College Credit and Careers Network gives high 

school students: 

 

 A solid start in earning a community/technical college certificate or degree. 

 The opportunity to earn free college credit while in high school. 

 Chance to develop marketable skills.  

 Post-high school priority registration at participating community/technical colleges. 

 

These classes are designated with a ribbon symbol (see above right) in this Course Catalog.  If you 

complete a College Credit and Careers Network class at Juanita High School, meet the achievement grade 

requirement, and complete an application, you will receive a community or technical college transcript in 

the mail.  Participating colleges include Bellevue Community College, Cascadia Community College, 

Lake Washington Technical College, and Shoreline Community College.  

(While there is no guarantee that these credits will transfer to any other community/technical college or to 

a 4-year college or university, in most cases they do.  Consult your counselor for specific university 

requirements.) 

 

 

College Credit and Careers Network Registration and Payment Deadlines for 2009-2010:

NEVAC  (Northeast Vocational Area Cooperative) is a program involving several school districts that 

sponsor a variety of professional/technical courses in high schools. 

 

Juanita High School students are eligible to participate in the NEVAC program.  JHS also hosts several of 

the NEVAC courses in the building.  If you wish to register for a NEVAC course offered at JHS, you will 

register for it as you would for any other JHS course. 

 

NEVAC courses located at different sites operate during the regular school day.  These require a 

separate registration process.  Some of these courses, as well as those offered at JHS, may offer College 

Credit and Careers Network (formerly Tech Prep) credit.  That means it may be possible for you to earn 

college credit for your NEVAC course.  Look for the College Credit and Careers Network ribbon symbol 

in this catalog.   

 

NEVAC Course Information: 

 

Grade Level:  JHS students must have junior standing (12 credits or more earned and making  

progress on Level V standards) to participate. 

 

Course Duration:   Courses are year-long unless otherwise noted. 

 

Scheduling:    Students must be able to include the NEVAC course and travel time (if  

applicable) in their schedules.  NEVAC classes, except Cosmetology, are 2 hours  

long each day.  One class period of travel time is permitted, if needed.   

(Cosmetology may require up to 4 hours of class time each day.) 

 

Credits: Occupational Education credits are earned based on class hours.  Some classes 

are eligible for credit in other subject areas, such as PE or science. 

 

Costs:   Lab fees, if applicable.  There are extra costs for the Cosmetology Program. 

 

Transportation: Students must provide or arrange for their own reliable transportation to and from 

class each day. 

 

Availability:  Classes are available on a first-come, first-served, space-available basis.  The  

registration deadline for 2009-2010 is May 1, 2009.

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ENGLISH COURSES 
 

 The Juanita High School learning community encourages all of its students to develop into 

thoughtful, avid readers. With this aim, the staff asks all of its students to take part in a summer reading 

assignment in which one book and one assignment must be completed before the start of school in the 

fall. Students will receive their grade level specific summer reading assignment in the spring.  

 The English curriculum at Juanita High School begins with the English or Language Arts course 

taken in 9
th
 grade, progresses through World Literature and American Literature courses and culminates 

with a full year of senior English electives.  Should students choose to participate in Advanced Placement 

courses, they must have at lest a B in their previous English class and the recommendation of their 

instructor.  

The American Literature options and English elective courses include opportunities to meet the 

Level 5 Standards in Communications which are graduation requirements.  Students must follow the 4-

year, developmental curriculum in order to meet these graduation requirements. 

The English Department also offers students the option to take part in the University of 

Washington Extension program through which students can earn college credits while in high school. 

Four years of English are required for entrance into most colleges and universities and are 

desirable for entrance into the military and the job market. 

 

The graduation requirements in English include: 

 Four years of English courses. 

 Required English content, including 9
th
 Grade Language Arts; World Literature; an American 

Literature option, (recommended for 11
th
 grade), and 12

th
 grade electives. 

 Demonstrated proficiency in Level 5 Standards-Communication, including Writing (three essays) 

and Culminating Project. 

 

Grade 10 

 

World Literature           

Grade Level:  10 

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit  

Graduation Content Requirement:  World Literature.  This course is part of the college-bound English 

curriculum and meets NCAA core for student athletes. 

Level 5 Standards:  Practice in Compare/Contrast, Literary Analysis, and Persuasive essays. 

Course Description:  This course is part of the English curriculum required for all students.  It is 

designed to introduce you to literature from different areas of the world.  You will study such authors as 

Achebe, Dante, Mahfouz, Shakespeare, Sophocles, and Wiesel, and you will learn to manage long-term 

reading and project assignments.  In addition, you will be able to improve your writing skills through 

several papers assigned each semester.  Your semester grades will be based on your performance on 
writing assignments, in-class participation, long-term projects, presentations, and tests.  You can expect a 

minimum of ½-1 hour of homework per day.   
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Humanities-Honors 

Grade Level:  10            

Duration/Credit:  2-semester blocked class/2.00 credits (English and Social Studies) 

Prerequisite:  Selection for this course is through an application process that occurs in June. 

Graduation Content Requirement:  World Literature (1.00) and World History (1.00).  This course is 

part of the college-bound English curriculum and meets NCAA core for student athletes. 

Level 5 Standards:  Practice in Compare/Contrast, Literary Analysis, and Persuasive essays. 

Course Description:  This course is designed for motivated students who have mastered the expository 

essay and are looking for academic challenge and enrichment in their study of world literature and world 

history.  Through the integration of the language arts and social studies, you will explore the connections 

between history, culture, and literature.  Some of the authors whose works you will study include Dante, 

Mahfouz, Shakespeare, Sophocles, and Wiesel.  You will have the opportunity for in-depth study of early 

civilizations, and will look at the areas of southwest Asia, Africa, and Europe.  Several papers a semester 

will be required, in addition to in-class essays, independent reading, oral presentations, research projects, 

and explorations of fine arts.  You will be introduced to college-level writing standards.  You can expect 

approximately 1 hour of homework per day.   

 

Grades 11-12 

 

American Literature        

Grade Level: 11 or 12, recommended for 11
th
 grade 

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Graduation Content Requirement:  American Literature.  This course is part of the college-bound 

English curriculum and meets NCAA core for student athletes. 

Level 5 Standards: Compare/Contrast and Literary Analysis essays. 

Course Description:  This course is part of the English curriculum required of all students.  It is designed 

to integrate the study of American literature into an exploration of the major historical, political, and 

cultural movements that have shaped American culture over time.  You will develop a deeper 

understanding of the main issues confronting the developing nation and be able to suggest answers to the 

question, ―What is the American Dream?‖  You will study works from a variety of literary genres by 

authors from different racial and ethnic backgrounds.  You will write a minimum of 2 Level 5 papers per 

semester.  Semester grades will be based on student performance on writing assignments, in-class 

participation, reading from assigned works, presentations, and tests.  You can expect a minimum of ½-1 

hour of homework per day. 

 

British Literature 

Grade Level: 12 

Duration/Credit:  2 semester/1.00 credit 

Graduation Content Requirement:  English.  This course is part of the college-bound English 

curriculum and meets NCAA core for student athletes. 

Level 5 Standards:  Compare/Contrast, Literary Analysis, and Persuasive essays. 

Course Description:  This course is for seniors and will answer the question, ―How has the world of 

British literature shaped the way we think, read, and write?‖  You will explore the literature of Great 

Britain from the Anglo-Saxon period through modern times.  You will study and respond to a variety of 

literary works including plays, short stories, poetry, films, essays, and novels by authors such as Chaucer, 

Shakespeare, Arthur Conan Doyle, Jane Austen, Charles Dickens, Roald Dahl, and Mark Haddon.  

Through the integration of reading and writing activities, you will discover and appreciate the uniqueness 

of British culture and ultimately its connection to the American voice.  You can expect a minimum of ½-1 

hour of homework per day. 
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Creative Writing           

Grade Level:  11 or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Graduation Content Requirement:  English.  This course is part of the college-bound English 

curriculum and meets NCAA core for student athletes. 

Level 5 Standards:  Compare/Contrast, Literary Analysis, and Persuasive essays. 

Course Description:  ―A picture is worth a thousand words,‖ but not all things can be captured with the 

brush or the lens.  In this course, you will explore a variety of techniques writers employ, and you will 

produce a portfolio of original work, including character descriptions, settings, personal journals, poetry, 

song lyrics, children stories, and other creative compositions.  To reinforce your reading and writing 

knowledge, you will read or write every day.  Reading selections will be from a variety of genres and 

styles and will facilitate development of your own writing.  You can expect a minimum of ½ hour of 

homework per day. 

 

English Language and Composition-Advanced Placement (AP)     

Grade Level: 11 or 12 

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Grade of B or better in World Literature; completion of a required summer reading and 

accompanying written assignment prior to starting the course and a teacher recommendation. 

Course Fees:  Fee for AP Examination, if taken, approximately $86.  

Special Credit Available (Optional):  College credit available through end-of-year AP examination. 

Graduation Content Requirement:  American Literature.  This course is part of the college-bound 

English curriculum and meets NCAA core for student athletes. 

Level 5 Standards:  Literary Analysis and Persuasive essays. 

Course Description:  The focus of this college-level course is the study of rhetoric and its link to science 

and the humanities: art, music, history, science, and philosophy.  You will be introduced to the structure 

and style needed to write in a variety of forms, including narrative, persuasive, expository, and 

exploratory.  The course can be taken to fulfill the American literature requirement or as an English 

elective.  (It is not recommended for students who already have completed the American literature 

requirement.)  It is recommended for highly motivated, college-bound students.  You can expect a 

minimum of 1 hour of homework per day. 

 

English Literature and Composition-Advanced Placement (AP)     

Grade Level: 12 

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Successful completion of English Language and Composition-AP or teacher 

recommendation; completion of a required summer reading and accompanying written assignment prior 

to starting the course.  

Course Fees:  Fee for AP Examination, if taken, approximately $86; or fee for UW in the High School, 

approximately $300 for 5 college credits. 

Special Credit Available (2 options):  College credit available, depending on end-of-year AP 

examination results.  OR UW Extension College credit for English 111, Literature and Composition. 

Graduation Content Requirement:  English.  This course is part of the college-bound English 

curriculum and meets NCAA core for student athletes. 

Level 5 Standards: Compare/Contrast, Literary Analysis, and Persuasive essays.   

Course Description:  This 2
nd

 level Advanced Placement English course is similar to the first course in 

that it uses an interdisciplinary approach to the study of literature.  This course includes an intensive study 

of representative works from various genres and periods, concentrating on works by British and world 

authors.  In addition to considering a work‘s literary artistry, you will study the social and historical 

values the work reflects and embodies.  Among the course selections are the works of Chaucer, 

Shakespeare, Austen, Dickens, Conrad, Camus and Morrison.  This course is recommended for highly 

motivated, college-bound students.  You can expect a minimum of 1 hour of homework per day. 
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Fine Arts and Literature          

Grade Level: 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester blocked with Fine Arts/1.00 credit (.50 English/.50Art), or                               

       2 semesters blocked with Fine Arts/2.00 credits (1.00 English/1.00 Art.) 

Course Fees:  $20 per semester art fee. 

Graduation Content Requirement:  English and Fine Arts.  This course is part of the college-bound 

English curriculum and meets NCAA core for student athletes. 

Level 5 Standards:  Compare/Contrast, Literary Analysis, and Persuasive essays taught in both 

semesters of the course. 

Course Description:  This college-preparatory course is offered as a 2-period, blocked class for 1 or 2 

semesters; however, the 2-semester class is recommended.  The course is project-oriented, thematically  

taught, and integrates literature and painting projects to explore artists‘ and writers‘ techniques and forms 

of expression.   You will examine a diverse array of styles in art and literature to discover the elements of  

the extraordinary life.  You will demonstrate your learning through a variety of creative and expository  

writing assignments, and will complete a portfolio of original written and artistic work.  You can expect a 

minimum of ½ hour of homework per day.  The art portion of this class is described in the Performing 

and Visual Arts section of this catalog. 

 

Mythology            

Grade Level:  11 or 12  

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Graduation Content Requirement:  English.  This course is part of the college-bound English 

curriculum and meets NCAA core for student athletes. 

Level 5 Standards:  Compare/Contrast, Literary Analysis, and Persuasive essays. 

Course Description:  How can the study of literature from ancient cultures connect to our modern world?  

These classic stories of victories and misfortunes, rewards and punishments, and romantic relationships  

where early man‘s attempts to explain the world in which they lived.  The stories are not just about 

mythological beings or a time long ago; they are about us.  In this course you will read, research, discuss, 

and write about Greek and world mythology using a variety of texts, including Edith Hamilton‘s 

Mythology and Homer‘s The Odyssey.  You can expect a minimum of ½-1 hour of homework per day.  

 

Poetry             

Grade Level:  11 or 12  

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Graduation Content Requirement:  English.  This course is part of the college-bound English 

curriculum and meets NCAA core for student athletes. 

Level 5 Standards:  Literary Analysis essay. 

Course Description:  This class provides the opportunity to learn and practice the art and craft of poetry. 

Students will examine the works of modern and contemporary poets, develop new writing skills, and 

engage in an exploration of language through metaphor and association. Want to unlock the mysteries of 

the Shakespearean sonnet or Edgar Lee Master‘s free-verse? Interested in writing poems of your own? 

Poetry class will bring to you a new understanding of rhythm, imagery and structure whether you are a 

first time student of Poetry or are building on prior experiences. ‗Poetry is a deal of joy and pain and 

wonder, with a dash of the dictionary.‘ ~Kahlil Gibran   
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MATHEMATICS COURSES 

 
 Students must master basic mathematical skills in order to proceed into college preparatory 

classes and vocational studies.  Courses that address basic mathematical skills are offered in conjunction 

with the high school completion/college preparatory series and are accessed by teacher recommendation.  

The high school completion/college preparatory series begins with Algebra I and progresses through 

Geometry, Advanced Algebra, Math Analysis, and the Advanced Placement options of Statistics and/or 

Calculus.  In order to achieve success in mathematics classes, students should spend a minimum of 45 

minutes per day on homework, more in advanced classes. 

 

College Entrance Requirements:  In Washington, UW, WSU, and WWU currently recommend college 

preparatory classes in mathematics through trigonometry (Math Analysis) with a minimum of 

mathematics through Advanced Algebra.  Students who wish to major in fields such as business, 

architecture, engineering, natural and physical science, construction, and some design fields should 

complete mathematics at least through Math Analysis. 

 

Geometry            

Grade Level:  9, 10, 11, or 12  

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Requirements:  Scientific calculator, compass, protractor, and ruler 

Graduation Content Requirement: Math.  This course is part of the college-bound Mathematics 

curriculum and meets NCAA core for student athletes.  

Course Description:  In this course, you will be able to explore geometric relationships by using a wide 

variety of tools, including compasses, computers, and graphing calculators.  You will perform 

constructions, measure figures, observe patterns, discuss your findings, compile definitions, and 

formulate and prove geometric conjectures.  Topics of study include:  properties of triangles, polygons, 

and circles; transformations; area and volume; the Pythagorean Theorem; and congruence and similarity.   

 

Advanced Algebra        

Grade Level:  9, 10, 11, or 12  

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Completion of one year of Geometry with a grade of C- or better and completion of 

Algebra I or equivalent 

Requirements:  TI-83, TI-83Plus, or TI-84Plus calculator 

Graduation Content Requirement: Math.  This course is part of the college-bound Mathematics 

curriculum and meets NCAA core for student athletes.  

Course Description:   A major focus of the course is functions: exponential, power, logarithmic, 

trigonometric, rational, and quadratic.  You will have the opportunity to deepen your understanding of 

challenging topics in mathematics, including recursion, transformations, series, probability, and 

applications of statistics.  The text provides a balanced mix of data analysis and pure algebra techniques 

through a hands-on approach.  You will practice, reason, apply, and review as you progress through the 

curriculum.  The algebraic techniques you learn will equip you with problem-solving strategies and 

prepare you for higher-level courses that are algebra-intensive.  You will learn problem-solving methods 

using both technology and algebraic algorithms.   
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Mathematical Analysis     

Grade Level:  9, 10, 11, or 12  

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Completion of one year of Advanced Algebra with a grade of C or better 

Requirements:  TI-83, TI-83 Plus, or TI-84Plus calculator 

Graduation Content Requirement: Math.  This course is part of the college-bound Mathematics 

curriculum and meets NCAA core for student athletes.  

Course Description:  In this course, you will explore the use of functions and statistics to describe data 

in real-world situations.  You will apply trigonometric functions, extend your number sense to complex 

numbers, and beginning differentiation to solve problems.  This course is a fourth course in the college-

preparatory mathematics series.  In order to achieve success in this class, you must spend a minimum of 1 

hour per day on homework. 

 

Calculus-Advanced Placement (AP)         

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12  

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Completion of one year of Math Analysis with a grade of C+ or better. 

Course Fees:  Fee for AP Examination, if taken, approximately $86 

Requirements:  TI-83, TI-83Plus, or TI-84Plus calculator 

Graduation Content Requirement: Math.  This course is part of the college-bound Mathematics  

curriculum and meets NCAA core for student athletes.  

Course Description:  In this course, you will develop the concepts of limits, derivatives, and integrals, 

including techniques and applications of derivatives and integrals. This is a college-level mathematics 

course. It is intended for advanced mathematics students interested in pursuing rigor and conceptual 

development through calculus, and it prepares students for the AB portion of the AP Calculus Exam.  In 

order to achieve success in this class, you must spend a minimum of 1 ½-2 hours per day on homework. 

 

Advanced Calculus-Advanced Placement (AP)       

Grade Level:  11 or 12  

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Completion of one year of Calculus-AP with a grade of B or better, or permission of 

teacher. 

Course Fees:  Fee for AP Examination, if taken, approximately $86. OR Fee for UW Extension option, 

approximately $300 for 5 quarter hours of college credit. 

Special Credit Available (2 options):  College credit available through end-of-year AP examination.   

(This examination can be used to earn credit only for Math 124 and Math 125.)  

Requirements:  TI-83, TI-83Plus, or TI-84Plus calculator. 

Graduation Content Requirement: Math.  This course is part of the college-bound Mathematics  

curriculum and meets NCAA core for student athletes.  

Course Description:  In this course, you will study infinite sequences and series, including power series; 

polar coordinates; vectors; lines, planes, and surfaces in space; cylindrical and spherical coordinates; the 

calculus of vector-valued functions; multivariate functions and the calculus thereof; partial derivatives; 

gradients; tangents and normals of surfaces; optimization of multivariate functions; LaGrange Multipliers; 

and multiple integration, including Jacobians.  Rigor and conceptual development are emphasized.  This 

is a sixth course option in the college-preparatory mathematics series offered at Juanita High School.  It is 

intended for advanced mathematics students interested in continuing their study of the calculus, and it 

prepares students for the BC portion of the AP Calculus Exam.  A minimum of 1 ½-2 hours of homework 

per day will be assigned, and there may be required class time before the start of the regular school day.  
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Statistics-Advanced Placement (AP)         

Grade Level:  11 or 12  

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Completion of one year of Math Analysis with a grade of C- or better. 

Course Fees:  Fee for AP Examination, if taken, approximately $86. 

Special Credit Available (Optional):  College credit available through end-of-year AP examination. 

Requirements:  TI-83, TI-83Plus, or TI-84Plus calculator 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Math.  This course is part of the college-bound Mathematics 

curriculum and meets NCAA core for student athletes. 

Course Description:  In this course, you will examine one- and two-variable data sets and design 

experiments.  You will explore the foundations of inference, including probability, random variables, 

distributions, and confidence intervals in preparation for the College Board-administered AP Statistics 

Examination in the spring.  This is a fifth course option in the college-preparatory mathematics series 

offered at Juanita High School.  It is intended for advanced mathematics students interested in the study 

of probability and statistics.  In order to achieve success in this class, you must spend a minimum of 1 

hour per day on homework. 
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SCIENCE COURSES 

 

 In the 21
st
 century, we see advancements in science and technology that surpass the predictions of 

the most imaginative forecasters.  Scientists are delving into the molecular machinery of the biological 

cell and examining bits of material from other planets of the solar system.  Science teachers at Juanita 

High School endeavor to capture the excitement of these discoveries and efforts while giving students a 

solid understanding of basic scientific principles and facts.  The challenge for the student is to be 

receptive to a scientific way of thinking and to be open to the thrill of discovery. 

 

Homework Expectation in Science Courses:  Homework is an extension of the student‘s education and a 

chance for independent work.  It reinforces the student‘s classroom learning, helps him/her develop good 

study habits, strengthens classroom performance, and enables the establishment of a pattern of active 

learning.  Each day the student should allot a standardized time of approximately 30 minutes to science 

homework, whether working on a specific assignment or going over class notes.  For a laboratory science, 

the student also is expected to spend approximately 1 hour per week completing the lab journal.  This 

homework plan will be more efficient than a 2-3 hour study period once a week.  When homework 

regularly exceeds the 30-minute daily time period, it may be a sign that time in class and time at home are 

not being used to best advantage.  

 

Science Sequences and Prerequisites:  There are two major science sequences that can be pursued at JHS:  

the general/vocational science sequence and the college preparatory science sequence.  Certain 

mathematical background and skills will enhance the science experience.  In this catalog, each science 

course is listed with the required mathematics prerequisite.  Students should discuss science course 

selection with their current science and mathematics teachers.

Graduation Content Requirement:  Science.  This course is part of the college-bound Science 

curriculum and qualifies as a laboratory science in the NCAA core for student athletes. 

Level 5 Standards:  Laboratory Report 

Course Description:  This class explores the special relationship between organisms and their 

environment.  Our earth supports over 2-million living species; each kind of living thing is suited to live 

in its own place.  You will study environmental issues, evolution, reproduction and inheritance, 

development, structure and function, energy relationships, ecology, science and society, and careers in life 

sciences.  Laboratory experiences are part of the course.  The Science Department Homework 

Expectation applies (see page 24). 

 

Pre-AP Biology           

Grade Level:  9, 10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Geometry 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Science.  This course is part of the college-bound Science 

curriculum and qualifies as a laboratory science in the NCAA core for student athletes. 

Level 5 Standards:  Laboratory Report 

Course Description:  This is the honors-level biology course. It is designed to challenge academically 

motivated students who are interested in high level achievement and preparation for the rigors of 

Advanced Placement science courses.  Biology topics covered include those covered in the regular 

biology class with an emphasis on projects, extensive laboratory work, and written expression of ideas.  

Discipline, self-motivation, good study habits, and competent math skills are attributes needed for success 

in this course.  You will be encouraged to use your inherent interest in science and high performance 

standards to prepare for future academic growth in the sciences.  The Science Department Homework 

Expectation applies (see page 24). 
 

Biotechnology 

Grade Level:  11 or 12 

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Biology with a grade of B or better, past or concurrent enrollment in Chemistry 

Course Fees:  $20 lab manual fee.   

Special Credit Available (Optional):  College Credit and Careers Network (formerly Tech Prep).  

Graduation Content Requirement:  Science (default) or Occupational (with approval).  This course is  

part of the college-bound Science curriculum and qualifies as a laboratory science in the NCAA core for 

student athletes. 

Level 5 Standards:  Laboratory Report 

Course Description:  In this course students explore topics that have made headlines recently, including 

cloning, gene therapy, and stem cell research.  Students learn about the scientific basis of these 

developments and discover how DNA can be manipulated.  This course is designed to give you hands-on 

laboratory training in the techniques used in biotechnology and genetic engineering today.  In preparing 

materials and using laboratory equipment, you will develop a vast array of skills that are essential to the 

research or industry laboratory setting.  You will investigate ethical issues concerning the use of genetic 

material and will be given the opportunity to explore career options in the biotechnology field.  The 

Science Department Homework Expectation applies (see page 24). 
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Chemistry            

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Concurrent enrollment in Advanced Algebra or a higher mathematics course 

Course Fees:  $10 lab fee. 

Requirements:  Scientific calculator 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Science.  This course is part of the college-bound Science 

curriculum and qualifies as a laboratory science in the NCAA core for student athletes. 

Level 5 Standards:  Laboratory Report 

Course Description:  In this course you will study the basic concepts of modern chemistry, including 

chemical reactions, stoichiometry, gases and their properties, atomic structure, bonding, solutions, 

thermodynamics, acids/bases, and nuclear chemistry.  You will explore these concepts through hands-on 

activities and laboratory experiments, mathematical problem solving, and class discussions of theory.  

The course is recommended as the second laboratory science taken by college-bound students after 

Biology (or Pre-AP Biology).  It fulfills the chemistry prerequisite for Biotechnology.  This is a 

cumulative course of study, so you must remain current on all classroom presentations and outside 

assignments in order to succeed.  Course expectations include daily assignments, a laboratory journal, and 

formal written lab reports.  The Science Department Homework Expectation applies (see page 24). 

 

 

Honors Chemistry 

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Concurrent enrollment in Advanced Algebra or a higher mathematics course   

Course Fees:  $10 lab fee 

Requirements:  Scientific calculator 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Science.  This course is part of the college-bound Science 

curriculum and qualifies as a laboratory science in the NCAA core for student athletes. 

Level 5 Standards:  Laboratory Report 

Course Description:  In this course you will study the basic concepts of modern chemistry covered in the 

regular chemistry course, but you will cover topics at a more rapid pace and in greater depth in the study 

of each concept.  You will explore these concepts through hands-on activities and laboratory experiments, 

mathematical problem solving, and class discussions of theory.  The course is recommended as the 

second laboratory science taken by college-bound students after Biology (or Pre-AP Biology).  It meets 

the chemistry prerequisite for AP Chemistry, AP Biology, and Biotechnology.  Students who are good 

mathematical problem-solvers and interested in science, engineering, or medicine as possible careers are 

successful in this course.  Course expectations include daily assignments, a laboratory journal, and formal 

written lab reports.  The Science Department Homework Expectation applies (see page 24). 
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Chemistry-Advanced Placement (AP)          

Grade Level:  11 or 12 

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Chemistry or Honors Chemistry and Advanced Algebra 

Course Fees:  $24 lab fee. Fee for AP Examination, if taken, approximately $86. 

Special Credit Available (Optional):  College credit available through end-of-year AP examination 

Requirements:  Scientific calculator 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Science.  This course is part of the college-bound Science 

curriculum and qualifies as a laboratory science in the NCAA core for student athletes. 

Level 5 Standards:  Laboratory Report 

Course Description:  This advanced course is a second year chemistry course that is designed to be the 

equivalent of the general chemistry course usually taken during the first year in college.  It uses a college-

level textbook and laboratory materials.  You will gain a deep understanding of fundamentals and 

reasonable competence in dealing with chemical problems. The topics covered closely follow the College 

Board suggested curriculum:  structure of matter, states of matter, reactions, descriptive chemistry, and 

laboratory skills.  Depending on your results on the College Board-administered Advanced Placement 

(AP) examination, you may earn college credit for up to one year of college chemistry.  Students who 

succeed in this course are college-bound students who are self-disciplined, academically curious, and 

interested in science.  Course expectations include daily assignments, a laboratory journal, and formal 

written reports.  You can expect to spend a minimum of 5 hours per week of unsupervised, individual 

study time and 1 hour per week writing the laboratory journal. 
 

 

 

Environmental Science          

Grade Level:  11 or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Prerequisite:  Successful completion of 2 semesters of science in grades 10 or 11 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Science.  This course qualifies as a non-laboratory science in the 

NCAA core for student athletes. 

Level 5 Standards:  Laboratory Report 

Course Description:  This course serves as an introduction to environmental science.  It presents a 

general overview of ecological principles.  You will study global issues as well as local ones, and subjects 

may include endangered species, the greenhouse effect, ozone depletion, water quality, hazardous waste, 

and sustainable use of resources.  You will learn how to analyze various dimensions of issues in order to 

make informed personal decisions.  The Science Department Homework Expectation applies (see page 

24). 
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Human Physiology 

Grade Level:  11 or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Prerequisite:  Biology and permission of teacher 

Course Fees:  $20 lab manual fee 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Science.  This course is part of the college-bound Science 

curriculum and qualifies as a laboratory science in the NCAA core for student athletes. 

Level 5 Standards:  Laboratory Report 

Course Description:  This course is offered every other year at Juanita High School.  It is the study of 

how the human body functions.  The focus of the course will be on systems of the body, including the 

skeletal, muscular, circulatory, nervous, and reproductive systems.  You will study the chemical and 

physical mechanisms that are characteristic of the components of these systems.  You will learn what 

happens within the systems of the body and also gain an understanding of how and why systems work as 

they do.  This course is part of the JHS advanced science offerings.  It is recommended for students with 

strong interest in careers in medical or health-related fields.  Complementing  to this one-semester course 

is the one-semester elective, Microbiology.  Taking the two electives will constitute one year of advanced 

biology study.  The Science Department Homework Expectation applies. 

 

Integrated Science 

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Teacher or administrator recommendation 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Science.   

Course Description:  This is an introductory science course which will give you a better understanding 

of many general science topics, including the basic units of life, chemistry, and nutrition.  It includes an 

in-depth study of the human body.  The course prepares you to continue your science study in Plants, 

Science, and Society.  The Science Department Homework Expectation applies (see page 24). 

 

Marine Biology           

Grade Level:  11 or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Prerequisite:  Biology 

Course Fees:  Transportation fees for field trips 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Science.  This course qualifies as a non-laboratory science in the 

NCAA core for student athletes. 

Level 5 Standards:  Laboratory Report 

Course Description:  In this course you will focus on the study of the marine environment of the Puget 

Sound region.  Topics emphasized include ocean tides, sea floor topography, salmon, and geologic 

features that make Puget Sound a unique marine environment.  Additional topics will include ecology, 

marine mammals, characteristics of beaches and inter-tidal zones, and identification of common marine 

species.  Marine field trips are planned.  The Science Department Homework Expectation applies (see 

page 24). 
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Material Science Technology I 

Grade Level:  10, 11, 12  

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Applied Physics 

Course Fees:  $25 materials fee.   

Special Credit Available (Optional):  Credit and Careers Network (formerly Tech Prep) credit 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Science or Occupational.  

Course Description:  In this course you will look at materials that are all around us, examining them in 

simple ways.  You will be given the opportunity to make glass, ceramics, metal alloys, and various 

polymers (plastics).  You will learn through questioning, observing, creating, and building.  The activities 

in the course will lead you to an understanding of properties of a wide variety of materials and their 

effects on us and our environment.  This course is designed for students who are interested in expanding 

their knowledge of materials and their applications.  In the Pacific Northwest, college level study in 

Materials Science Technology is offered in degree programs at UW, WSU, U of Oregon, and U of Idaho.  

You can expect 1-2 hours of homework per week. 

 

Microbiology 

Grade Level:  11 or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Prerequisite:  Biology, Advanced Algebra, and permission of the teacher 

Course Fees:  $20 lab manual fee 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Science.  This course is part of the college-bound Science 

curriculum and qualifies as a laboratory science in the NCAA core for student athletes. 

Level 5 Standards:  Laboratory Report 

Course Description:  This course is offered every other year at Juanita High School.  It is the study of 

small organisms and the effects they have on humans.  You will conduct practical examinations of 

bacteria, yeasts, one-celled plants and animals, and fungi.  You will improve your investigative skills and 

knowledge of procedures through almost daily laboratory experiences.  You will learn techniques to 

identify the organisms studied and also examine their common uses, processes by which they grow and 

multiply, and methods of cultivation.  The course is designed for students with strong interest in careers in 

medical or health-related fields.  A good complement to this one-semester course is the one-semester 

elective, Human Physiology.  Taking the two electives will constitute one year of advanced biology study.  

The Science Department Homework Expectation applies. 

 

Applied Physics 
Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12  

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Requirements:  Scientific calculator (TI-30 or equivalent model) 

Graduation Content Requirement: Science.  This course qualifies as a laboratory science in the NCAA 

core for student athletes. 

Level 5 Standards:  Laboratory Report 

Course Description:  This course is an entry level high school science course.  It equips you with skills 

used in high-tech industry applications.  It is taught from applications, using videos and hands-on 

laboratory experiences.  The physics units are force, work, and rate in mechanical, fluid, electrical, and 

thermal systems.  You will learn science methodology as well as content.  The Science Department 

Homework Expectation applies (see page 24). 
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Physics           

Grade Level:  9, 10, 11, or 12  

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Concurrent enrollment in Advanced Algebra or a higher mathematics course 

Requirements:  Graphing calculator 

Graduation Content Requirement: Science.  This course is part of the college-bound Science 

curriculum and qualifies as a laboratory science in the NCAA core for student athletes. 

Level 5 Standards:  Laboratory Report 

Course Description:  Mathematics is the language of Physics, and in this course you will learn some of 

the language.  You will discover and apply fundamental principles and laws of the physical world through 

investigation and problem-solving.  You will study kinematics, work, energy, momentum, circular 

motion, simple harmonic motion waves, and light.  You will be assigned practice problems, which you 

will work on individually and discuss with classmates and the teacher.  Other learning activities include 

reading, films, lecture and discussion, demonstrations, and experiments.  Most successful physics students 

have good mathematics skills and are creative problem solvers.  You will be evaluated on tests and 

quizzes, problem work, laboratory reports, and project research.  The Science Department Homework 

Expectation applies (see page 24). 

 

Honors Physics 

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12. 

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Concurrent enrollment in Math Analysis or Calculus and a background in vectors 

Requirements:  Graphing calculator 

Graduation Content Requirement: Science.  This course is part of the college-bound Science 

curriculum and qualifies as a laboratory science in the NCAA core for student athletes. 

Level 5 Standards:  Laboratory Report 

Course Description:  This course is essentially a guided tour of ―how things work.‖  You will learn 

about how and why things move, why light bends in water, and what would happen if the earth stopped 

spinning.  Through individual projects you also will have the opportunity to explore questions you may 

have wondered about: Why is the sky blue? How does a catapult work? Who was Einstein?  With 

practice, you will learn how to blend mathematics with movement in the real world.  Most successful 

physics students have good mathematics skills and are creative problem-solvers.  The Science Department 

Homework Expectation applies (see page 24). 

 

 

Plants, Science, and Society          

Grade Level:  11 or 12 

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Successful completion of 2 semesters of science in grades 10-11 

Course Fees:  $10 each semester ($20 for the year-long course). 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Science.  This course qualifies as a non-laboratory science in the 

NCAA core for student athletes. 

Level 5 Standards:  Laboratory Report 

Course Description:  In this course you will use a hands-on approach to learn about the science of plants.  

Using a global perspective, you will explore the role of plants in ethnobotany, ecology, and horticulture.  

You will receive practical experience in experimental design, propagation, landscaping, and greenhouse 

management.  Project assignments will include the arts of bonsai, plant experiments, and landscape 

design.  You also will investigate the rich diversity and historical value of the native plants of the Pacific 

Northwest.  The Science Department Homework Expectation applies (see page 24). 
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SOCIAL STUDIES COURSES 
 

 At Juanita High School, students are required to pass 6 semesters of Social Studies in grades  

9-12. Eighth grade social studies or history, if taken in LWSD, fulfills the Washington State History 

requirement.  The content in 10
th
 grade is World History.  U.S. History and U.S. Citizenship comprise the 

final required Social Studies content unit and are typically  taken in 11
th
 grade or in the same year that 

American Literature is taken.  All 9-12 required courses and some Social Studies electives, including 

Advanced Placement options, are offered at JHS.  Most Social Studies classes will average 3-5 hours of 

homework per week, and usually involve work on projects.  Project assignments are given with ample 

time for completion before the due date.  Refer to the department webpage at 

www.lwsd.org/jhs/classes/socialstudies/index.htm. 

 

 

Grade 10 

 

World History            

Grade Level:  10 

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Graduation Content Requirement: World History.  This course is part of the college-bound Social 

Studies curriculum and meets NCAA core for student athletes. 

Course Description:  This course is part of the required Social Studies curriculum and is designed to 

help you understand the history and culture of different areas of the world.  In the general course of study 

you will examine the histories of Europe, Africa, and the Middle East.  You also will learn to manage 

long-term projects and to maintain knowledge of current events.  Semester grades will be based on your 

performance on writing assignments, in-class participation, long-term projects, presentations, and tests.  

You can expect a minimum 3-5 hours of homework per week.   

 

Humanities-Honors 

Grade Level:  10 

Duration/Credit:  2-semester blocked class/2.00 credits (Social Studies and English) 

Prerequisite:  Selection into this course is through an application process that occurs in June. 

Graduation Content Requirement:  World History (1.00) and English (1.00).  This course is part of the 

college-bound English curriculum and meets NCAA core for student athletes. 

Course Description:  This course is designed for highly motivated, academic students who have 

mastered the persuasive essay and are looking for academic challenge and enrichment in their study of 

world literature and world history.  Through the integration of the language arts and social studies, you 

will explore the connections between history, culture, and literature.  Your study will include the works of 

Achebe, Hersey, Mahfouz, Shakespeare, Sophocles, and Wiesel.  You will have the opportunity for in-

depth study of early civilizations and world religions, and will examine the areas of southwest Asia, 

Africa, and Europe.  The emphasis in language arts is on the writing process, with an introduction to 

college-level writing standards.   Three papers a semester will be required.  In addition, in-class essays, 

independent reading, oral presentations, research projects, and explorations of local fine arts will be 

required.  You can expect approximately 1 hour of homework per day.

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Grades 11-12 

 

European History-Advanced Placement (AP) 

Grade Level:  11 or 12. 

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Grade of B or better in previous Social Studies course 

Course Fees:  Fee for AP Examination, if taken, approximately $86. 

Special Credit Available (Optional):  College credit available through end-of-year AP examination. 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Elective. This course meets NCAA core for student athletes. 

Level 5 Standards:  Cause and Effect and Persuasive essays. 

Course Description:  This is a college-level course that explores European history in depth, beginning 

with the Renaissance.  You may elect to take the College Board-administered Advanced Placement (AP) 

examination.  Qualifying scores on the AP examination may lead to college credit or exemption from 

some college course requirements.  This course is designed for the student who has a sincere interest in 

the details of European history.  You will learn through lectures, class discussions, student-led seminars, 

and frequent reading and writing assignments.  You can expect a minimum of 1 hour of homework per 

day.  Note:  It is recommended that students interested in both the US History and European History 

Advanced Placement courses take one course in 11
th
 grade and one in 12

th
 grade. 

 

Global Studies            

Grade Level:  11 or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Graduation Content Requirement:  World History.  This course meets NCAA core for student athletes. 

Course Description:  This course is for students who did not take, or did not pass, the 10
th
 grade World 

History course.  In this course, you will complete projects, readings, current events summaries, and 

writing assignments to explore the connections between the history, culture, civics, economics, and 

geography of Europe, Africa, and the Middle East.  You can expect a minimum of ½ hour of homework 

per day. 

 

Hot Spots, Politics, and the Media         

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Elective.  This course meets NCAA core for student athletes. 

Level 5 Standards:  Cause and Effect essay. 

Course Description:  This course is designed for the student who is fascinated by current events and 

interested in topical debate and political discussion.  Using daily readings from newspapers and news 

magazines, you will follow domestic and world politics and news.  In particular, you will explore 

international issues such as global warming, terrorism, population growth, war, and world economics.  

Discussion and study also will focus on how the media shapes what people know and how they think 

about domestic and foreign policy.  Research, discussion, and debate will take place during class time.  

You can expect a minimum of ½ hour of homework per day. 
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Law and Justice           

Grade Level:  11 or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Elective.  This course meets NCAA core for student athletes. 

Level 5 Standards:  Persuasive essay. 

Course Description:  This course is an in-depth study of the legal system and the criminal justice process 

in the United States.  Through classroom discussions, debates, and mock trials, you will explore such 

topics as crimes and defenses, individual rights, contracts, basic freedoms, and family and housing law.  

Discussions may cover controversial topics like gun control, the death penalty, and the right to die.  This 

course will provide an opportunity for you to determine if you have an interest in a career path leading to 

one of the many jobs in the legal profession. You can expect a minimum of ½ hour of homework per day. 

 

 

Psychology          

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Elective.  This course meets NCAA core for student athletes. 

Course Description:  This course explores the nature of human behavior from a social science point of 

view.  Through readings and class discussion, students will attempt to explain why people act the way 

they do.  Topics to be addressed include consciousness, intelligence and memory, behavior modification, 

personal and moral development, theories of personality, psychological disorders, and social interaction.  

You will have the opportunity to work with goldfish during a Fish Learning Lab experiment.  An 

emphasis will be placed on self-exploration, and you will gain a greater understanding of your personality 

traits and those of others.  You will discover some strategies for coping with stress and change in modern 

society.  Most assigned work can be completed during class time.  

 

 

US Citizenship/US History          

Grade Level:  11 or 12, typically taken in 11
th
 grade 

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Requirements:  Students must complete 5 hours of community service first semester. 

Graduation Content Requirement:  U.S. History and U.S. Citizenship, Community Service.  This 

course is part of the college-bound Social Studies curriculum and meets NCAA core for student athletes. 

Level 5 Standards:  Cause and Effect essay. 

Course Description:  This class is part of the required Social Studies curriculum.  You will explore the 

major economic, political, social, and cultural movements in 20
th
 century U.S. history.  In addition, you 

will explore the structure, function, and role of the three branches of the U.S. government; the role the 

government plays in the nation‘s economy; individual rights and responsibilities of citizens; and 

Constitutional issues, such as the limits of free speech, freedom of religion, and Presidential powers.  You 

will be given opportunities to work on developing your thinking, writing, reading, and presentation skills.   

You can expect a minimum of ½ hour of homework per day. 
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U.S. History-Advanced Placement (AP)        

Grade Level:  11 or 12 

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Recommendation of previous Social Studies teacher. 

Course Fees:  Fee for AP Examination, if taken, approximately $86. 

Special Credit Available (Optional):  College credit available through end-of-year AP examination. 

Requirements:  Students must complete 5 hours of community service. 

Graduation Content Requirement: U.S. History and U.S. Citizenship, Community Service.  This 

course is part of the college-bound Social Studies curriculum and meets NCAA core for student athletes. 

Level 5 Standards:  Cause and Effect and Persuasive essays. 

Course Description:  This college-level course explores the history of the United States and the structure 

and operation of government at national, state, and local levels.  The culminating activity is the optional 

College Board-administered Advanced Placement examination.  Qualifying scores on the AP examination 

may lead to college credit or exemption from some college course requirements.  This course  

is designed for the student who truly loves American history and wants to know more about it.  You will  

learn through lectures, class discussions, student-led seminars, and frequent readings from the textbook, 

literature, and primary sources.  You can expect a minimum of ½ hour of homework (8-12 pages of  

reading) per day; on some days homework may take several hours. 

 

World Religions, Introduction to         

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Elective.  This course meets NCAA core for student athletes. 

Level 5 Standards:  Compare/Contrast essay. 

Course Description:  This course provides students with the opportunity to understand the similarities  

and differences in the beliefs of practitioners of the major world religions.  It is a lecture/discussion class  

in which you will take daily notes and participate in class discussions.  There are tests and quizzes on a  

regular periodic basis.  Each quarter you must attend two regular religious services and write reports on  

them.  The four visits and corresponding written reports form a major portion of your course grade.  If 

you are not permitted to attend religious services other than your own, you will be required to write 

additional papers instead of the visit reports.  You will be expected to complete assigned readings in the 

textbook and to attend the services outside of class time.  You can expect a minimum ½ hour of 

homework per day.  
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WORLD LANGUAGE COURSES 

 
 In the state of Washington, 4-year public colleges and universities require applicants to take a 

minimum of 2 consecutive years of the same world language.  The University of Washington currently 

recommends 3 consecutive years of the same world language in order for students to meet their 

proficiency requirements as measured by their proficiency test.  A passing grade on this test, or 

proficiency demonstrated through course work at the University, is a graduation requirement in most 

majors offered at the University of Washington.  

Other colleges and universities throughout the country also recommend 3 consecutive years of the 

same world language.  Students should check admission and proficiency requirements for the colleges 

and universities to which they are applying.  Students who are attempting to address college language 

proficiency requirements should maintain enrollment in a world language through the senior year. 

Students for whom English is not the first language and who came to the United States in eighth 

grade or later, may be exempt from the world language admission requirement at some colleges and 

universities.  See your school counselor to inquire about this exemption. 

 

Grading and Progress in World Language Courses:  At Juanita High School, World Language courses are 

year-long courses.  It is recommended that students proceed through the courses in consecutive order 

(Level I, II, III, etc.).  In order to qualify to move on to Levels II or III of a World Language course, 

the student must receive a final grade of C- or better and must secure teacher permission to 

advance.  In order to qualify to move on to Levels IV or V, the student must receive a final grade of 

C and must secure teacher permission to advance.  A student who earns a final grade below this 

requirement has the option to repeat the course to increase his/her knowledge and raise his/her grade.  

Students who repeat a World Language course will improve their language skills and their language 

proficiency.  

 

World Language Options:  French, Japanese, and Spanish are the world languages offered at Juanita High 

School.  At each level, requirements and expectations are similar for all languages.

Japanese-I             

Spanish-I             

Grade Level:  9, 10, 11, or 12  

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Course Fees:  Up to $25 for course materials  

Graduation Content Requirement:  Elective.  This course meets NCAA core for student athletes. 

Course Description:  In the first year of language study, you will build the foundation required for 

gaining proficiency in the language.  The first year courses emphasize interactive activities and allow you 

to: 

 Learn basic sentence structures, including question-and-answer patterns leading to simple 

conversations.      

 Build practical working vocabulary for effective communication in everyday situations. 

 Develop an awareness of the interdependence of language and culture. 

 Build listening, reading, speaking, and writing skills. 

The study of a world language is important in today‘s shrinking world.  In addition, learning another 

language helps you gain a better understanding of the structure and grammar of English.  Some of the 

instruction is in English.  Daily study and preparation at home are required for success in a world 

language, so you can expect a minimum of ½ hour of homework per day, including time to memorize 

vocabulary. 
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French-II             

Japanese-II             

Spanish-II             

Grade Level:  9, 10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  French II and Spanish II: 2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Duration/Credit:  Japanese II: 1 semester block/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Grade of C- or better in Level I of the same world language, and teacher recommendation 

Course Fees:  Up to $25 for course materials. 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Elective.  This course meets NCAA core for student athletes. 

Course Description:  In the second year of language study, you will continue to build an essential 

understanding of the foundation required for gaining more natural proficiency at a more complex level in  

the language.  The second year courses emphasize interactive activities and allow you to: 

 Develop more complex sentence structures and develop skills in additional verb tenses, 

advancing your conversational ability.      

 Build additional vocabulary for effective communication in everyday situations. 

 Increase awareness of the interdependence of language and culture. 

 Build listening, reading, speaking, and writing skills. 

The study of a world language is important in today‘s shrinking world.  In addition, learning another  

language helps you gain a better understanding of the structure and grammar of English.  Some of the 

instruction is in English.  Daily study and preparation at home are required for success in a world  

language; you can expect a minimum of ½ hour of homework per day, including time to memorize 

vocabulary. 

 

Note:  Japanese II is offered as a 2-period, 1
st
 semester block course.  You will be able to complete the  

full, 1-credit course in one semester by taking this block course.  Japanese III is offered as a 2-period 

block course in the 2
nd

 semester.  (See course description.)  French II and Spanish II are offered as year-

long courses in consecutive semesters. 

  

 

           

French III 

Spanish-III             

Grade Level:  9, 10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  French III and Spanish III: 2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Duration/Credit:  Japanese III: 1 semester block/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Grade of C or better in Level II of the same world language, and teacher recommendation. 

Course Fees:  Up to $25 for course materials. 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Elective.  This course meets NCAA core for student athletes. 

Course Description:  In the third year of language study, you will review and extend your knowledge of 

language structures and concepts learned in the 1
st
 and 2

nd
 years.  You will continue to build vocabulary 

and extend communication skills.  In addition, you will study the culture, art, music, literature, and 

history of the country or countries of origin of the language.  You will have opportunities to improve your 

listening, reading, speaking, and writing skills.  Learning another language helps you gain a better 

understanding of the structure and grammar of English.  Much of the instruction in this course is in the 

language of study.  Daily study and preparation at home are required for success in a world language; you 

can expect a minimum of ½ hour of homework per day, including time to memorize vocabulary. 
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Japanese-III/IV             

Grade Level:  11 or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester block/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Grade of C or better in Japanese III, and teacher recommendation 

Course Fees:  Up to $25 for course materials.   

Graduation Content Requirement:  Elective.  This elective course meets NCAA core for student 

athletes. 

Course Description:  This course consists of advanced material and requires you to have a strong 

background in vocabulary and grammatical structures in Japanese.  It is designed for students who have a 

strong interest in all aspects of Japanese, a willingness to speak the language in class, and a desire to learn 

the written language.  Most of each class session will be conducted entirely in Japanese.  Dedicated study 

both inside and outside of class is required for success in this course, and you can expect a minimum of 1 

hour of homework per day. 

 

Note:  Japanese III/IV is offered as a 2-period, 2
nd

 semester block course.  You will be able to complete 

a full, 1-credit course in one semester by taking this block course.  Japanese II is offered as a 2-period 

block course in the 1
st
 semester.  (See course description.) 

 

 

 

French-IV: French IV students may prepare for the AP exam in the spring and take the test if they so 

choose.         

Spanish-IV         

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Grade of C or better in Level III of the same world language, and teacher recommendation. 

Course Fees:  Up to $25 for course materials.  Fee for AP Examination, if taken, approximately $86. 

Special Credit Available (Optional):  College credit available through end-of-year AP examination. 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Elective.  This elective course meets NCAA core for student 

athletes. 

Course Description:  This course consists of college-level material and requires you to have a strong 

background in vocabulary and grammatical structures in the language.  It is designed for students who 

have a strong interest in all aspects of the language, are committed to speaking the language in class, and 

have a desire to become fluent in the language.  As with any college-level world language class, most of 

each class session will be conducted entirely in the second language.  Students are expected to 

communicate in the second language most of each class section. Dedicated study both inside and outside 

of class is required for success in the course; you can expect a minimum of 1 hour of homework per day. 
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French-V: French V students may prepare for the AP exam in the spring and take the test if they so 

choose.           

Spanish-V Advanced Placement (AP)          

Grade Level:  11 or 12 

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Grade of C or better in AP Level IV of the same world language, and teacher 

recommendation. 

Course Fees:  Up to $25 for course materials.  Fee for AP Examination, if taken, approximately $86. 

Special Credit Available (Optional):  College credit available through end-of-year AP examination. 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Elective.  This elective course meets NCAA core for student 

athletes. 

Course Description:  This course consists of college-level material.  Students were successful in Level 

IV will have sufficient skill for AP Level V.  Reading authentic literature, writing at a more sophisticated 

level, and using the spoken language in the classroom will be part of the course work.  You will be able to 

acquire proficiency in the use of both written and spoken language.   As with any college-level world 

language class, each class session will be conducted entirely in the second language as well.  This course 

will include work designed specifically to prepare students for the AP examination.  Dedicated study both 

inside and outside of class is required for success in the course; you can expect a minimum of 1 hour of 

homework per day.

RESOURCE PROGRAMS-COURSES 
 

The Resource Programs at Juanita High School provide courses of specially designed instruction  

for students with specific educational needs.  A variety of programs and classes, taught by specially 

trained teachers, is offered for students with identified and documented educational needs and 

requirements.  These range from self-contained classrooms to a combination of self-paced, integrated, and 

mainstreamed classes.  Wherever possible, students are scheduled to be included in general education 

classrooms.  Teacher or counselor permission is required to take these courses. 

 

 

Resource English Classes: 

 

World Literature/World History         

Grade Level:  10 

Duration/Credit:  2 semester-block/2.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Teacher permission 

Graduation Content Requirement:  English-World Literature, Social Studies-World History.   

Level 5 Standards:  Compare/Contrast and Literary Analysis essays. 

Course Description:  This course is part of the English and Social Studies curriculum required of all  

students.  It is scheduled as a block (2-period) class for a full year.  It is designed to help you develop  

reading and writing skills through content that shows the connections between history, culture, and  

literature in different areas of the world.  The Social Studies and English content will be integrated  

through long-term projects, current event studies, and world literature readings.  You will be able to  

become proficient in a variety of skills, such as working alone, in small groups, and in large groups;  

essay writing; reading comprehension; presentation; discussion; and research.  You will be assessed on  

writing assignments, projects, presentations, and tests.  Much of the required work is done in class with  

teacher supervision, but some project and reading assignments will require outside work. 

 

American Literature, Introduction to 

Grade Level:  11 or 12 

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Teacher or counselor recommendation 

Graduation Content Requirement:  English/American Literature.  

Level 5 Standards:  Compare/Contrast, Literary Analysis, and Persuasive essays. 

Course Description:  This course is designed for students who have not particularly enjoyed reading in 

the past.  You will read choice novels which improve comprehension and vocabulary recognition.  As you 

discover engaging books, you will find the reading can be pleasurable.  The focus of the class is a 

chronological study of American literature with an emphasis on historical content.  Successful completion 

of this course will fulfill the American Literature graduation requirement.  Much of the assigned work 

will be completed during class time; however, you can expect to spend up to 1 ½ hours on homework per 

week. 

 

Reading Improvement 
Grade Level:  11 or 12 

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Teacher permission 

Graduation Content Requirements:  English/American literature. 

Level 5 Standards:  Compare/Contrast, Cause/Effect, Literary Analysis, and Persuasive essays. 

Course Description:  In this course you will develop reading strategies which will enable you to improve 

your reading speed and comprehension.  You will participate in a variety of activities and use an array of 

materials which are designed to help you improve your basic reading skills.  Successful completion of this 

course will fulfill the American Literature graduation requirement.   
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Writing Process           
Grade Level:  11 or 12 

Duration/Credit:   1 semester/.50 credit or 2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Teacher or counselor recommendation 

Graduation Content Requirement:  English.  This course is part of the college-bound English 

curriculum for identified students and meets NCAA core for special-needs student athletes. 

Level 5 Standards: Compare/Contrast, Literary Analysis, and Persuasive essays. 

Course Description:  In this course, you will be able to strengthen your writing skills while exploring the 

requirements of different types of essays.  The first quarter includes a review of sentence structure, usage, 

grammar, and punctuation, and development of knowledge in these areas continues throughout the year.  

You will use the writing process to complete the 5-6 essays assigned each semester.  (All three Level 5 

required essays are offered each semester.)  In addition to essay writing, you will begin creative writing. 

Short stories, poems, and scenes from a play will use the left side of your brain.  Much of the writing will 

be completed during class time using computers in the classroom; however, you also can expect to spend 

up to 1 hour per week on homework. 

 

Writing Workshop           

Grade Level:  11 or 12 

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Teacher permission 

Graduation Content Requirement:  English. 

Level 5 Standards:  Compare/Contrast, Cause/Effect, Literary Analysis, and Persuasive essays. 

Course Description:  In this course, you will have the opportunity to strengthen and refine your writing 

skills.  Writing is the focus in the course, but there also will be some reading and oral language activities.  

In this course, the skills required to meet Level 5 Standards in Communication will be taught, one skill at 

a time.  Most of the required work is done in class with teacher supervision, but some assignments may 

require outside work. 

 

 

 

Resource Math Class: 

 

Real Life Math            

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Teacher permission 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Math.   

Course Description:  In this course you will focus on the basics of mathematics as related to actual life 

skills.  Content of the course includes math concepts, accounting, owning and operating a home, and 

personal financial planning.  Most of the assigned work is completed during class with teacher 

supervision. 

 

 

Resource Social Studies Classes: 
 

World History/World Literature         
Grade Level:  10 

Duration/Credit:  2 semester-block/2.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Teacher permission 

Graduation Content Requirement:  English-World Literature, Social Studies-World History.   

Level 5 Standards:  Compare/Contrast and Literary Analysis essays. 

Course Description:  (Same as World Literature/World History on page 39.) 
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US Citizenship/US History 
Grade Level:  11 or 12 

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Teacher permission 

Graduation Content Requirement: U.S. History and U.S. Citizenship. 

Course Description:  You will explore the major economic, political, social, and cultural movements in 

20
th
 century U.S. history.  In addition, you will explore the structure, function, and role of the three 

branches of the U.S. government; the role the government plays in the nation‘s economy; individual 

rights and responsibilities of citizens; and Constitutional issues, such as the limits of free speech, freedom 

of religion, and Presidential powers.  You will be given opportunities to work on developing your 

thinking, writing, reading, and presentation skills.    

 

 

Resource Support Classes:  
 

Study Skills           
Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Teacher permission 

Requirements:  Concurrent enrollment in a general education English and math class. 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Elective. 

Course Description:  You will learn skills needed in order to be successful in your general education 

classes. The purpose of this course is to support the general education content and maintain organization 

while working on individual goals as specified in the IEP. Students may receive specially designed 

instruction in math, reading, written expression, and/or organization. Grades will be checked for your 

general education classes. Support will be given for all four level V essays. The required work is 

completed during class time with teacher supervision.  

 

 

Senior Seminar 
Grade Level:  12 

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Teacher permission 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Elective. 

Level 5 Standards:  Compare/Contrast, Cause/Effect, Literary Analysis, and Persuasive essays. 

Course Description:  In this course, students will receive support for the completion of Level V 

graduation requirements and the Culminating Project.  Students will explore post-secondary options and 

refine their transition plan.   
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HEALTH AND PHYSICAL EDUCATION COURSES 
Minimum of 1.50 credit of Physical Education required for graduation. 

Health course (.50 credits) required for graduation. 

 

 The Physical Education and Health teachers at Juanita High School intend to provide  

every student with the opportunity to participate in a variety of enjoyable physical activities in order to 

accomplish goals of physical awareness and fitness, water safety, personal and social adjustment, and  

healthful habits for lifelong well-being.  Skills and knowledge learned in Physical Education and Health 

courses are important components of adult life.  All courses in Physical Education and Health are co-

educational. 

 

Policies for Physical Education Courses: 

 Each student is required to comply with the Dress Code for Physical Education Classes (see 

below). 

 Students enrolled in swim classes are expected to swim each class day. 

 Students enrolled in swim classes must provide their own swimsuits and towels. 

 Student athletes involved in school sports and taking PE courses must participate every day,  

including days of games, matches, or meets. 

 

Dress Code for Physical Education Classes:  Compliance with the Dress Code constitutes a full ―suit‖ 

for the class.  ―Non-suit‖ violations carry penalties that affect the student‘s grade in the course.  No ―half-

suits‖ are awarded. 

 Each student is required to have a class uniform consisting of shorts, shirts, sweat socks, and 

proper athletic shoes for the activity and the playing surface. 

 Sweat pants and sweat shirts are recommended for outdoor activities. 

 Shorts, shirts, and sweat pants worn for Physical Education class may not be the same ones worn 

to classes during the rest of the school day. 

 Cutoffs or hemmed denim shorts are not acceptable attire for Physical Education classes. 

 Students enrolled in swim classes must provide their own swimsuits and towels. 

 Jewelry and watches may not be worn during Physical Education class. 

 Food of any kind, including candy and chewing gum are not permitted in Physical Education 

classes. 

 

Grading for Physical Education Courses:  Regardless of athletic ability, students are graded on effort, 

attitude, sportsmanship, cooperation, attention, and preparedness.  Daily participation grades are assigned.  

Criteria for the semester grade include attendance; participation; tests, quizzes, and written work; 

demonstrated skill level; and cooperation with class practices. 

 

 

Aquatic Sports: 

 

Swimming/Water Sports          

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Physical Education. 

Course Description:  This course is designed for everyone from the non-swimmer to the skilled 

swimmer.  You will work on basic strokes, diving, basic rescue skills, lap swimming for exercise, water 

polo, water aerobics, water-walking, and preparation for competitive swimming.  The class activities will 

be fun and will allow you to improve your fitness and stamina.  You will be required to swim every day. 
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Lifeguard Training           

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Prerequisite:  Minimum age of 15 years by the 1
st
 day of class.  Ability to pass a Pre-Test in the water  

by the first week of class.   

Course Fees:  $50 fee for First Aid/CPR materials and rescue mask. 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Physical Education.  

Course Description:  This is an American Red Cross course in which you will learn rescue skills and 

techniques.  This course is challenging and engaging.  Through it you can gain skills necessary to work as 

a lifeguard.  If you succeed in this course and earn certification, you qualify to apply for lifeguard 

positions at various pools, athletic clubs, or beaches.  You will complete First Aid and CPR requirements.    

Most assigned work can be completed during class time. 

 

 

Individual and Team Sports: 

 

Advanced Strength and Fitness 

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Prerequisite:  Minimum of 1 semester of Basic Strength or permission of teacher 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Physical Education.  

Course Description:  This course is designed for students interested in an advanced and rigorous 

physical education course.  It is geared for students who are highly motivated to improve lifelong strength 

and fitness.  The units will emphasize overall body strength and physical fitness.  Weight lifting, 

endurance activities, cardiovascular games, and aerobic activities will be incorporated into the classes.  

You will be expected to maintain a high level of participation throughout the course and to improve your 

strength and fitness levels. 

 

Basic Strength 

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Physical Education. 

Course Description:  This course is designed for students of all ability levels who wish to increase 

fitness and improve total body strength and fitness.  You will concentrate on learning techniques of Core 

Olympic Lifts and body-toning auxiliary lifts.  You will learn about various muscles of the body and 

various principles of fitness.  You will have the opportunity to do other body conditioning units such as 

running, jump rope, and aerobic workouts. 

 

Care and Prevention of Athletic Injuries        

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Physical Education.   

Course Description:  In this course you will learn how to recognize, prevent, and treat athletic injuries.  

Topics covered include basic anatomy and first aid techniques as applied to sports injuries.  You will 

learn proper taping techniques for various athletic injuries.  Special projects within the class are designed 

to allow you to explore the possibility of pursuing a health-related, medicine, or sports-related career.  

These include an interview assignment, research on a college/university rehabilitation program, and a 

project and presentation on a body part.  You can expect a minimum of ½ hour of homework per day. 
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Racquet and Net Sports          

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Physical Education. 

Course Description:  This course is designed for students of all ability levels: basic, intermediate, and 

advanced.  There is an emphasis on fitness for each sport; you will learn basic skills and develop game 

play in tennis, badminton, pickleball, table tennis, and volleyball.  Other sports units may be included. 

 

Team Sports 

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Physical Education. 

Course Description:  This course is designed for students of all ability levels: basic, intermediate,  

and advanced.  There is an emphasis on fitness for each sport.  You will learn basic skills and develop 

game play in basketball, flag football, soccer, softball, team handball, and volleyball. 

 

 

 

Health 

 

Health Education           

Grade Level:  11 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Health. 

Course Description:  This course is required for graduation from Juanita High School and is typically 

taken in the junior year.  The content you study reinforces the importance of the family unit as an integral 

part of our society.  You will gain an understanding of the importance of self-discipline and the 

consequences of choices you make.  The course emphasizes an appreciation of self and a respect for life.  

You will read from the text, discuss health issues in large and small groups, and give presentations.  

Journal writing and opinion papers are important components of this course. 

 

Health/Family Health Education         

Grade Level:  11 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Health or Occupational 

Course Description:  A Health course is required for graduation from Juanita High School and is 

typically taken in the junior year. Students will study basic health concepts, gaining the knowledge 

necessary to implement changes for a healthier life style. You will gain an understanding of the 

importance of self-discipline and the consequences of choices you make. You will study physical, social 

and emotional health as it relates to a family unit. Community resource speakers will provide current 

information on health related topics. You will read from the text, discuss health issues and give 

presentations.  
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LEADERSHIP EDUCATION COURSES 

 
Community Volunteer 

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester (90 hours)/.50 credit 

Prerequisite:  Career Specialist permission 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Elective or Occupational. 

Course Description:  This leadership/service opportunity allows you to explore an area of special interest 

to you as you volunteer in a non-profit service position.  You must speak to the Career Specialist in the 

CRC, who will give you a Volunteer Application Packet.  Your application must be completed and 

returned before the volunteer service begins.  You must make arrangements for your own volunteer 

experience.  Credit is earned at the rate of .50 credit for 90 hours of documented volunteer service.  A 

maximum of .50 credit can be assigned in your high school career. 

 

Leadership Class 

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Elective. 

Course Description:  As a member of Leadership at Juanita High School, you are expected to be fully 

committed to the class projects, to work independently, and to manage your time well.  In this course you 

will develop and refine your leadership skills.  Daily lessons will include, but will not be limited to, 

communication skills, group process, managerial skills, self-awareness, and human relations.  This class 

is a service organization for staff, students, and the Juanita High School community. 

 

Outdoor Education Counselor 

Grade Level:  10, 11, or12 

Duration/Credit:  3-5 days outside of school/.25 credit 

Prerequisite:  Completion of application process. 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Elective or Occupational. 

Course Description:  Students selected to participate in this leadership/service opportunity will 

participate in a 3-5 day camping experience with elementary school students who are completing an 

environmental unit.  In your capacity as counselor, you will interact with elementary students during 

activities, supervise them, and monitor their progress toward the goals of the outdoor education 

experience.  Apply for this opportunity through the Career Resource Center. 

 

Peer Tutor-ELL 

Grade Level:  11 or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Prerequisite:  Teacher and counselor permission 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Elective or Occupational. 

This course offers you the opportunity to interact with students who have come to the United States from 

another country and are learning English.  You will tutor students in basic English skills and give them 

opportunities to use English in conversation and written work.  You will enjoy learning about other 

cultures and getting acquainted with students from all over the world.  All assigned work can be done 

during class time and no previous experience is needed.  Your knowledge as a speaker of English will 

provide an excellent model for the students as they learn to comprehend and speak English. 
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Peer Tutor-Special Education 

Grade Level:  11 or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Prerequisite:  Teacher and counselor permission 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Elective or Occupational. 

Course Description:  This course offers you the opportunity to interact with students who are challenged 

in a particular academic area.  Under the supervision of the teacher, you will work one-on-one or in a 

small group with students in class.  You will be introduced to educational terminology and instructional 

strategies.  This is a good way to explore career options in education.  Most assigned work can be done 

during class time, but there may be some lesson preparation given as homework.  

 

 

 

Peer Tutor-Transition 

Grade Level:  11 or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Prerequisite:  Teacher and counselor permission 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Elective or Occupational. 

Course Description:  Through this experience you will have the opportunity to interact and work with 

students who have developmental disabilities.  Under teacher supervision, you will ―coach‖ students in 

class, school, and community activities.  You will be introduced to special education terminology and 

values, and to some instructional strategies.  This is a good way to explore career options in special 

education and related fields: teacher, para-educator, occupational and physical therapist, speech and 

language pathologist, school nurse, assistive technology specialist, job coach.  Peer tutoring is offered 

both semesters and is available in all periods. 
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OCCUPATIONAL EDUCATION COURSES 

Minimum of 1.00 credit required for graduation. 
 

 The Occupational Education course offerings at Juanita High School include those in Business 

and Marketing, Family and Consumer Sciences, NEVAC courses, and Industrial Technology Education.  

NEVAC courses are described in the Career Resource Center section of this Catalog.  The Occupational 

Education teaching staff is committed to providing courses that give students the opportunity to develop 

team work and leadership skills.  In addition, all courses are designed to enable students to strengthen 

reading, mathematics, writing, and speaking skills and to gain practical and technical skills useful in the 

work place and in college and university settings.   

 

 Business and Marketing courses provide students with training for and insight into business-

related occupations.  Students gain skills necessary for success in office settings, schools, and colleges.  

Over 90% of today‘s jobs require significant computer skills, and colleges expect entering students to be 

proficient in several computer applications.  Business and Marketing courses include computer classes 

and courses which offer students the opportunity to develop organizational and leadership skills.  These 

skills can be applied to a business or college setting. 

 The Marketing program begins with one of two semester-long courses that introduce small 

business and marketing concepts.  Students can continue marketing studies by active involvement in the 

Student Store, DECA, and Work-Based Learning.  DECA is a national association of marketing students 

and teachers that supports marketing education in high schools and colleges. It sponsors educational 

conferences, competitions, and other learning experiences for marketing students. 

 It is possible to earn a Business and Marketing Certificate at Juanita High School by 

completing 1.5 credits in Business and Marketing courses.  (See course descriptions.)  The Certificate is a 

positive credential for your resume.  You must earn a C or better in each class and submit an application 

for the certificate.  Applications are available from the course teachers.   

 

  Family and Consumer Sciences courses are designed to equip students with the practical life 

skills and information needed in adulthood.  Living independently requires knowledge of career skills, 

money management, food selection and preparation, childcare, relationships, and organization. 

 It is possible to earn a Family and Consumer Sciences Certificate at Juanita High School by 

completing 1.5 credits from a combination of Family and Consumer Science courses.  (See course 

descriptions.)  You must earn a C or better in each class and submit an application for the certificate.  

Applications are available from the course teachers. 

 

Technology Education courses offer a broad range of activities, skills, and experiences designed 

to enhance the student‘s understanding and competency in areas of worker safety, individual and group 

productivity, and problem-solving.  In technology courses, the emphasis is on problem-solving strategies; 

work may be done by individuals or groups.  All classes are co-educational, and work assigned takes into 

account individual interests, differences, and needs.  Skills learned prepare students to enter advanced 

training, higher education, and/or the job market. 
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Business and Marketing Certificate 

It is possible to earn a Business and Marketing Certificate at Juanita High School by completing 1.5 

credits in the sequence shown below.  You must earn a C or better in each class and submit an application 

for the certificate.  Applications are available from the course teachers.

Grade Level:  11 or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Course Fees:  $5 lab fee.  

Special Credit Available (Optional):  College and Careers Network credit (formerly Tech Prep).  

Graduation Content Requirement:  Occupational. 

Course Description:  This exploratory course will introduce you to concepts taught in college and 

university business programs.  You will receive an overview of core business concepts: business 

environments, ethical practices, business law, securities and investments, business ownership, 

management, international business, principles of economics, human resource management, and strategic 

planning processes.  This course may be applied toward the JHS Business and Marketing Certificate.   

You can expect homework occasionally. 

 

Computer Applications 

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Course Fees:  $10 lab fee.   

Special Credit Available (Optional):  College and Careers Network credit (formerly Tech Prep). 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Occupational.  

Course Description:  This course will help you learn the core components of Microsoft Office 2007:  

Word, Excel, and PowerPoint.  You will also learn basic computer components, terminology, 

keyboarding skills, and how to navigate using Windows Vista.  This course may be applied toward the 

JHS Business & Marketing Certificate.  All work is completed in class.

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Marketing 1/DECA         
Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit Course Fees:  No class fee.  See College Credit and Careers 

Network (formerly Tech Prep) option.   

Special Credit Available (Optional):  College and Careers Network credit (formerly Tech Prep) when 

another Marketing course and the Work-Based Learning course are taken.   

Graduation Content Requirement:  Occupational.   

Course Description:  In this introductory course you will learn the basics of marketing and business.  

Through the project-based curriculum you will develop the skills necessary to sell a product, service, or 

idea, and the knowledge to become an informed consumer.  You will gain an understanding of some basic 

principles of marketing and business, become a better communicator, and explore the world of sales.  You 

will share observations or your own experiences as a customer, contribute to classroom discussions, give 

presentations, and develop leadership skills.  Enrollment in this course makes you eligible for 

participation in DECA activities, including conferences and local and regional competitions.  Students 

who enroll in 2 semesters of Marketing and 1 semester of Work-Based Experience are eligible to apply 

for College Credit and Careers Network (formerly Tech Prep) credit.  This course may be applied toward 

the Business and Marketing Certificate. Most assignments will be completed in class, but you can expect 

up to 1 hour of homework per week. 

 

Marketing 2/DECA  

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit         

Course Fees:  No class fee.  See College Credit and Careers Network (formerly Tech Prep) option. 

Special Credit Available (Optional):  College and Careers Network credit (formerly Tech Prep) when 

another Marketing course and the Work-Based Learning course are taken.   

Graduation Content Requirement:  Occupational.   

Course Description:  This is an introductory course with a focus on investigating marketing through 

radio and TV advertising as well as layout and design of retail space.  In this course you will participate in 

classroom discussion and work in a group/team to develop your own advertising campaign, including 

visuals and a complete budget.  You will gain insight into the advertising tools that are most effective, 

and you will evaluate the effect advertising has on you.  If you are creative and curious about the powers 

of persuasion, you will enjoy this course.  Enrollment in this course makes you eligible for participation 

in DECA activities, including conferences and local and regional competitions.  Students who enroll in 2 

semesters of Marketing and 1 semester of Work-Based Experience are eligible to apply for College Credit 

and Careers Network (formerly Tech Prep) credit.  This course may be applied toward the Business and 

Marketing Certificate.  Most assignments will be completed in class, but you can expect up to 1 hour of 

homework per week. 
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Retail Marketing - Student Store I/II 

Grade Level:  11 or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Course Fees:  $10 to obtain Food Handler‘s permit.   

Special Credit Available (Optional):  College and Careers Network credit (formerly Tech Prep) when 

taken for 2 semesters and also enrolled in Work-Based Learning. 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Occupational.   

Course Description:  In this course you will be involved with the Student Store, an enterprise run by and 

for Juanita High School students.  There are two levels of this course available.  In Level I, students will 

gain valuable experience as they learn about many aspects of a retail operation, including pricing, 

inventory, stocking, buying, and completing employee evaluations.  In Level II, students will guide and 

direct purchasing, inventory maintenance, and promotions of the store as well as DECA community and 

fund-raising opportunities. This course includes many hands-on activities and requires students to work 

well with others.  There is no homework in this class, but an excellent attendance record is required.  

Students who enroll in 2 semesters of Retail Marketing and 1 semester of Work-Based Learning are 

eligible to apply for College Credit and Careers Network (formerly Tech Prep) credit.  This course may 

be applied toward the Business and Marketing Certificate. 

 

Work-Based Learning 

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit or 2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Requirements:  Previous or concurrent enrollment in an Occupational course 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Occupational.   

Course Description:  Students who are taking or have taken an Occupational course are eligible to 

register for credit for work experience.  Students will be registered in an after-school class, but the actual 

time for this course will be the hours the students spends working at their jobs before/after school.  

Students must be employed in an approved, supervised job during the time they are registered for this 

course.  Students must complete a minimum of 180 hours of work for each .50 credit awarded.  In 

addition, students will have to sign a training agreement and participate in a formal evaluation process 

before credit can be awarded.  Depending on the student‘s high school credit status, he/she may be able to 

qualify for early release from school in order to go to work.  (Counselor and administrator permission will 

be required for early release.)   This course may be applied toward the Business and Marketing 

Certificate. 

 

Yearbook 

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Application, interview, and teacher permission. 

Requirements:  Students must be able to attend some work sessions outside of class time. 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Occupational.   

Course Description:  In the course you will have the opportunity to learn about public relations, 

organizational communication, copywriting, layout design, computer applications, and photography.  If 

you like project involvement and team work, and if you are highly motivated, creative, and organized, 

you will succeed in this course.  Most of the work for the yearbook is done during class time.  Some work 

sessions outside class time are needed in order to meet deadlines, however, and you will need to make a 

commitment to participate in them.  This course provides the core working group behind Juanita High 

School‘s yearbook. Students who enroll in Yearbook may participate in DECA and Work-Based 

Learning.  This course may be applied toward the Business and Marketing Certificate.  
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Family and Consumer Sciences Certificate 

It is possible to earn a Family and Consumer Sciences Certificate at Juanita High School by completing 

1.5 credits from a combination of any 3 classes listed below.  You must earn a C or better in each class 

and submit an application for the certificate.  Applications are available from the course teachers. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Life, Money, and You           

Grade Level:  10, 11 or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Occupational.   

Course Description:  This course will help you become more successful in your life beyond high school.  

Topics of study will include money management, budgets, checkbooks, credit cards, loans, retirement, 

investing, car purchase, apartment living, consumerism, job hunting, resumes, job interviews, 

communication, and relationships.  This course may be applied toward the Family and Consumer 

Sciences Certificate.  Most work is completed during class.  

 

Health/Family Health Education         

Grade Level:  11 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Occupational or Health 

Course Description:  A Health course is required for graduation from Juanita High School and is 

typically taken in the junior year. Students will study basic health concepts, gaining the knowledge 

necessary to implement changes for a healthier life style. You will gain an understanding of the 

importance of self-discipline and the consequences of choices you make. You will study physical, social 

and emotional health as it relates to a family unit. Community resource speakers will provide current 

information on health related topics. You will read from the text, discuss health issues and give 

presentations.  

 

Child Development         

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Course Fees:  $5 materials fee. 

Special Credit (optional): College Credit and Career Network (formerly Tech Prep). 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Occupational. 

Course Description:  This is an introductory course that will teach you how children learn and grow.  

You will learn about the social, emotional, intellectual, and physical developmental stages in children.  In 

addition, you will learn about effective parenting styles and activities that promote growth and 

development in children.  You will be responsible for planning and coordinating some aspects of Rebels 

Camp Preschool, a short-term preschool program at JHS.  This course will prepare you for a career with 

children or in education, becoming an Outdoor Education counselor, or being a parent in the future.    

This course may be applied toward the Family and Consumer Sciences Certificate.  Most assigned work 

is completed during class time, but you can expect up to 1 hour of homework per week.

Child Development - Advanced 

Foods 

Foods - Gourmet and International  

Interior Design 

Maximum of .50 credit per class applied to certificate. 
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Child Development - Advanced    

Grade Level:  11 or 12      

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Prerequisite:  Child Development and teacher permission. 

Requirements:  Must provide or arrange transportation to an off-site school. 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Occupational.   

Course Description:  In this course you will be assigned intern positions at off-site preschools or  

elementary schools.  In your work at the school, you will apply skills and knowledge gained through the  

Child Development course.  Experience you can expect to gain will include assisting a classroom teacher 

in planning and implementing appropriate activities, and observing learning behaviors in children.  This 

course may be applied toward the Family and Consumer Sciences Certificate.   

 

 

Foods  

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12          

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Course Fees:  $20 lab fee. 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Occupational.   

Course Description:  In this course you will progress beyond the cooking of pre-packaged and frozen 

meals as you learn a wide variety of cooking skills that will enable you to survive on your own.  You will 

bake quick breads, pies, cinnamon rolls, and pizza.  You will prepare dishes such as lasagna, shish 

kebabs, fruit smoothies and stir fry vegetables. You will make desserts, omelets, and appetizers and 

explore the culinary world of ethnic dishes.  Course topics will include healthful eating, basic sanitation 

guidelines, food preparation techniques, and management of  your food dollar.  The skills you will learn 

can lead to employment in food service at a restaurant, on a cruise ship, at a golf course, or in a corporate 

setting.  This course may be applied toward the Family and Consumer Sciences Certificate.  Most 

assigned work is completed during class time.   

 

 

Foods - Gourmet and International         

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Course Fees:  $20 lab fee. 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Occupational.   

Course Description:  In this course you will learn to prepare gourmet entrees and a variety of 

international dishes.  Food items may include seasonal and holiday dishes, handmade chocolates, 

cheesecake, sushi, herb braids, Chicken Cordon Bleu, cream puffs, mango salmon, hand-made ravioli, 

food art, chocolate trifle, and vegetarian dishes.  An emphasis will be placed on product quality, 

presentation, nutrition, the role of ingredients, sanitation, and teamwork: the tools of the professional 

chef.  This course may be applied toward the Family and Consumer Sciences Certificate.  Most work is 

completed during class.  
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Interior Design          

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Course Fees:  $10 for materials and field trips. 

Special Credit (optional): College Credit and Career Network (formerly Tech Prep). 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Occupational. 

Course Description:  In this course you will learn and apply the basics of design to housing and home 

interiors.  Topics will include the study of color, lighting, furniture arrangement and furniture styles, 

kitchen and bath planning, floor coverings, fabrics, housing styles, window treatments, accessories, and 

space planning.  The final project will be to complete designs for the interior of a home.  Field trips to 

local home-design-related businesses will be part of this course.  If you are interested in design and like to 

work in a project-oriented class, you will be successful in this course.  This course may be applied toward 

the Family and Consumer Sciences Certificate.  Most assigned work is completed during class time, but 

you can expect up to 1 hour of homework per week. 

 

 

 

 

Technology Education Courses: 

 

Applied Photography I/II 

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12  

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Prerequisite:  Beginning Photography (See Performing and Visual Arts section of this Catalog.) 

Course Fees:  $40 for materials, and $10-$20 estimated expenses for projects 

Requirements:  Student must supply his/her own digital camera and flash drive. 

Graduation Content Requirement: Occupational or Fine Arts.   

Course Description:  Level I of this course is for students who wish to review and refine the skills 

introduced in Beginning Photography.  All skill levels are welcome.  Both digital and darkroom projects 

are included in the assigned work, and you will be able to design some projects around your preferred 

method of image production.  Studio lighting is introduced, and you will be able to experiment with 

different films and printing techniques.  Level II of this course is for students who are interested in 

enhancing their skills and designing their own projects.  Advanced studio lighting, the medium format 

camera, and larger printing are introduced.  As a final project, you will prepare a portfolio of your work in 

the area of photography in which you are most interested.  In both levels of this course, you must expect 

to spend some time outside of class shooting pictures.   

 

 

Applied Physics           

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12  

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Requirements:  Scientific calculator (TI-30 or equivalent model) 

Graduation Content Requirement: Science.  This course qualifies as a laboratory science in the NCAA 

core for student athletes. 

Level 5 Standards:  Laboratory Report 

Course Description:  This course is an entry level high school science course.  It equips you with skills 

used in high-tech industry applications.  It is taught from applications, using videos and lots of hands-on 

laboratory experiences.  The physics units are force, work, and rate in mechanical, fluid, electrical, and 

thermal systems.  You will learn science methodology as well as science content.  The Science 

Department Homework Expectation applies (see page 24). 
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Architectural Design and Drafting I        

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12  

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Course Fees:  No class fee.   

Special Credit (Optional):  College and Careers Network credit (formerly Tech Prep). 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Occupational. 

Course Description:  This is a basic course for students interested in the architectural design and 

construction industry.  The course content includes basic and more advanced drawing skills, room design, 

rendering, model building, building codes, and structural design.  You will spend approximately 60% of 

your time using AutoCAD, the most popular computer-assisted design software used in the world today.  

Mastering AutoCAD is a necessity for anyone considering interior design or architecture as a career.  You 

may take this class singly or as part of an engineering/construction trade focus.  Architecture students are 

strongly encouraged to enroll in the Building Construction course at JHS.  Students of all levels of 

experience and ability can be successful in this class.  Most assigned work can be completed in class, but 

you also can expect up to ½ hour of homework per week. 

 

Architectural Design and Drafting II and III       

Grade Level:  11 or 12           

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Architectural Design and Drafting I 

Course Fees:  No class fee.   

Special Credit Available (Optional):  College and Careers Network credit (formerly Tech Prep) 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Occupational. 

Course Description:  This course is for students planning on a career in architecture, interior design, or 

the construction and building industry.  Sketching and computer drafting and design will be stressed.  

You will learn about various building and zoning codes, energy-efficient construction, and estimating 

costs for design and construction jobs.  You will use AutoCAD, Accurender, Chief Architect, MS Office, 

Animation, and Estimation software packages.  Visits to local building sites, model building, and some 

full-size building will be included in this course.  You will create a student portfolio of your planning and 

design work; the portfolio will be organized and presented according to professional standards.  Most 

drawing can be completed in class, but you can expect up to ½ hour of homework per week in order to 

assemble your portfolio. 

 

Biotechnology 

Grade Level:  11 or 12 

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Biology with a grade of B or higher, past or concurrent enrollment in 

Chemistry   

Course Fees:  $20 lab fee.  

Special Credit Available (Optional):  College and Careers Network credit (formerly Tech Prep). 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Science (default) or Occupational (with approval).  This course is 

part of the college-bound Science curriculum and qualifies as a laboratory science in the NCAA core for 

student athletes. 

Level 5 Standards:  Laboratory Report 

Course Description:  In this course students explore topics that have made headlines recently, including 

cloning, gene therapy, and stem cell research.  Students learn about the scientific basis of these 

developments and discover how DNA can be manipulated.  This course is designed to give you hands-on 

laboratory training in the techniques used in biotechnology and genetic engineering today.  In preparing 

materials and using laboratory equipment, you will develop a vast array of skills that are essential to the 

research or industry laboratory setting.  You will investigate ethical issues concerning the use of genetic 

material and will be given the opportunity to explore career options in the biotechnology field.  The 

Science Department Homework Expectation applies (see page 24). 
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Building Construction      

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Course Fees:  Materials fee (based on student‘s project).   

Special Credit Available (Optional):  College and Careers Network credit (formerly Tech Prep). 

Requirements:  Students will have to purchase materials for projects taken home. 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Occupational. 

Course Description:  This course is designed for students interested in exploring construction industry 

careers.  You will gain experience using many tools of the trade for framing, drywall work, plumbing, 

electrical systems, interior and exterior finishing, and roofing.  You will use some mock-ups and models; 

a possible project is shed construction.  If you learn best in a hands-on environment and like to be active, 

if you can follow directions, learn to measure accurately, and adopt a work standard accepted in the 

construction industry, you will be successful in this class.  Most assigned work is completed during class 

time. 

 

Digital Graphics and Multimedia      

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Special Credit Available (Optional):  College and Careers Network credit (formerly Tech Prep). 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Occupational.   

Course Description:  In this course, students will produce artwork for posters, web pages, and brochures.  

Students will learn to use programs such as Photoshop, Illustrator, Flash, and Dreamweaver to create 

graphics, animations, posters, flyers, and web pages for school projects, as well as students‘ own personal 

projects.  Students will get hands-on experience with these programs and learn the production pipeline 

required to carry out advanced graphics projects from start to finish.   

 

Graphic Arts         

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12  

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Course Fees:  $5 lab fee 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Occupational 

Course Description:  This course introduces Adobe Photoshop as a communication tool.  You will study 

contemporary graphic design in print media.  You will explore design strategies and learn Photoshop 

techniques as you create posters, CD covers, brochures, and illustrations.  No previous experience with 

Photoshop is necessary; all skill levels are welcome.  All assigned work can be completed during class 

time. 

 

Materials Science Technology I 
Grade Level:  10, 11, 12  

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Student must be in Algebra or higher or have passed Applied Physics 

Course Fees:  $30 materials fee. ($15 each semester)   

Special Credit Available (Optional):  College and Careers Network credit (formerly Tech Prep). 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Occupational (default) or Science 

Level 5 Standards:  Laboratory Report 

Course Description:  In this course you will look at materials that are all around us, examining them in 

simple ways.  You will be given the opportunity to make glass, ceramics, metal alloys, and various 

polymers (plastics).  You will learn through questioning, observing, creating, and building.  The activities 

in the course will lead you to an understanding of properties of a wide variety of materials and their 

effects on us and our environment.  This course is designed for students who are interested in expanding 

knowledge of materials and their applications.   
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Materials Science Technology II 

Grade Level:  11, 12  

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Material Science Technology I 

Course Fees:  $30 materials fee. ($15 each semester)   

Graduation Content Requirement:  Occupational 

Level 5 Standards:  Laboratory Report 

Course description:   This course is a continuation of MST I.  Students will have more independence in 

lab selection and design within the current unit of study. Learning will occur through questioning, 

observing, creating, and building. Students will explore concepts related to the crystal structure of metals, 

the effect of non neutral flames on metal, controlling the thermal expansion of glasses, glass fusing and 

will work with various polymers and composites. This course is designed for students interested in 

deepening knowledge of materials and their applications.  

 

Mechanical Engineering, Introduction to     

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12           

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Course Fees:  No class fee.   

Special Credit Available (Optional):  College and Careers Network credit (formerly Tech 

Prep).Graduation Content Requirement:  Occupational. 

Course Description:  This basic engineering drafting class is for future engineers and designers and also 

for students who like designing and drawing.  It is a problem-solving class in which individuals and small 

groups will use techniques such as brainstorming, model-building, and mock-ups to design solutions to 

problems.  Approximately 80% of your time will be spent using CAD, AutoCAD, Accurender, Rhino, 

and other software that will introduce you to the world of graphical engineering.  CAD/CAM software 

will be used to take 2-D drawings and ideas and transfer them to 3-D parts, models, and objects.  You will 

create a portfolio that will contain your work, organized and presented according to professional 

standards.  Most assigned work can be completed in class, but you can expect up to ½ hour of homework 

per week in order to assemble your portfolio. 

 

Mechanical Engineering II and III 
Grade Level:  11 or 12 

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Engineering Graphics and Design I 

Course Fees:  No class fee.   

Special Credit Available (Optional):  College and Careers Network credit (formerly Tech Prep). 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Occupational.  

Course Description:  This course is designed as a follow-up course to Introduction to Mechanical 

Engineering.  AutoCAD, Accurender, 3-D Studio Max, Rhino, and MasterCAM software packages are 

used in the course.  You will design, create, and present your projects to your peers.  You will create a 

portfolio that will contain your work, organized and presented according to professional standards.  Most 

assigned work can be completed in class, but you can expect up to ½ hour of homework per week in order 

to assemble your portfolio. 
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Video Production            

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Special Credit Available (Optional):  College and Careers Network credit (formerly Tech Prep). 

Requirements:  Students should bring 3 of their own Mini DV videotapes to use. 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Occupational.   

Course Description:  Creating high-quality video projects is not simply a matter of pointing a camera 

and shooting.  Students must know how to storyboard, write scripts, compose camera shots, and work 

with others as a team to produce successful video projects.  These skills will be discussed and practiced in 

this course.  Students will use Canon GL2 studio quality cameras and learn to edit video with Final Cut 

Pro.  Students will also serve as the production crews for in-school video projects including assemblies, 

sporting events, and concerts.   

 

 

Design with Wood          

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12  

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Course Fees:  Materials fee (based on student‘s project)  

Special Credit Available (Optional):  College and Careers Network credit (formerly Tech Prep). 

Requirements:  Students will need to purchase most of the materials and supplies for their projects. 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Occupational.  

Course Description:  This course allows students to explore woodworking and the design process.  

Students will complete individual and group projects that challenge their building and design abilities.  

Students will use computer drafting systems to create programs for computer run machines.  Safety, 

correct use of tools, and development of a strong work ethic are themes in this course.  The curriculum in 

this course is aligned with Seattle Central Community College, and students who achieve a grade of B or 

better for the year may earn college credit.  Students will be required to visit commercial sites outside of 

class time to compare designs and to acquire project materials.  Depending on the project, students may 

need to complete some work before or after school. 

 

 

Advanced Design with Wood         

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12  

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Design with Wood or teacher permission 

Course Fees:  Materials fee (based on student‘s project).   

Special Credit Available (Optional):  College and Careers Network credit (formerly Tech Prep). 

Requirements:  Students will need to purchase most of the materials and supplies for their projects. 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Occupational.  

Course Description:  This is an advanced woodworking class for students with a strong work ethic and 

an interest in creating items.  Students will expand knowledge learned in Design with Wood and will be 

expected to be more self-directed in designing, planning, and implementing their projects.  Students will 

be required to visit commercial sites outside of class time to compare designs and to acquire project 

materials.  Depending on the student‘s project, he/she may need to complete some work before or after 

school. 
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PERFORMING AND VISUAL ARTS COURSES 

Minimum of 1.00 credit required for graduation.

The Performing and Visual Arts courses and programs at Juanita High School are a dynamic and 

integral part of the school‘s comprehensive curriculum.  Art, theatre, and music courses offer 

opportunities for creativity and intellectual rigor that enhance other elements of your education and your 

life.  The courses are designed to stimulate creative thinking and problem-solving.  All students, from 

beginner to advanced, are served in each of the performing and visual arts areas. 

Art, theatre, and music courses are electives that fulfill the Fine Arts graduation requirement.  

Performing and Visual Arts classes offer students hands-on experience.  There is significant emphasis on 

individualized feedback from the teacher and one-on-one instruction.  The performance-based classroom 

provides unlimited opportunity for students to grow in specific skill areas, to learn group dynamics, and 

to enhance personal development. 

At Juanita High School, there are art, theatre, and music courses appropriate for every student 

interested in experimenting with materials and ideas, learning the techniques and skills of the performing 

and visual artist, and building self-confidence.  

 

 

  

VISUAL ARTS: 
 

General Art            

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Course Fees:  $25 basic art fee. 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Fine Arts.   

Course Description:  In this course you will be invited to sample different ways of making art.  The 

intent of the course is to create interest for beginning art students and to provide new avenues of 

exploration for advanced art students.  You will learn a variety of approaches to drawing and painting; 

general composition guidelines; and design techniques for mosaics, prints, posters, small 3-D projects, 

and books.  There is no homework if you remain current with your class projects. 

 

Drawing I            

Drawing II            

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Course Fees:  $25 basic art fee. 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Fine Arts.  

Course Description:  In this course you will learn how to see the world as an artist sees it, and you will 

discover your own ability to draw.  The course is designed to teach you how to put subjects together in 

balanced compositions.  You will learn how to draw objects, people, and landscapes, and you will work 

with a variety of tools.  These may include pencils, charcoal, ink, crayon, watercolor, oil pastels, 

scratchboard, and printing blocks.  This course is for students with skills from beginner to advanced level.  

There is no homework if you remain current with your class projects. This course may be repeated for 

credit.

Drawing/Painting I           

Drawing/Painting II           

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Course Fees:  $25 basic art fee. 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Fine Arts. 

Course Description:  This course is for the beginning to advanced student who wants to learn  

how to paint and how to use color.  You will learn how to draw in order to compose paintings of 

landscapes, still-life, interiors, and people.  You will see how artists have used their knowledge of color 

and style to reveal their views of the world.  You will be able to practice new ideas using a variety of 

paints and drawing tools; including tempera, acrylic, watercolor, mixed media, papers, and ink.  This 

course may be repeated for credit. 

 

Pottery 

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Course Fees:  $30 materials fee. 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Fine Arts.   

Course Description:  In this project-based class, you will have the opportunity to explore the versatility 

of clay as a creative material.  You will learn general construction techniques and glazing as you make 

pots, tiles, sculptures, and bottles.  You will be introduced to wheel-throwing.  There is no homework if 

you remain current with your class projects.  This course may be repeated for credit.  If you take this class 

for a second time, you will work on independent projects.   

 

Stained Glass            

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Course Fees:  $40 basic art fee and cost of glass ($15-$25, depending on project). 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Fine Arts.   

Course Description:  In this course you will learn how to work with glass in a variety of ways:  stepping 

stones, mirrors, boxes, mosaics, copper foil sun catchers, and lead windows.  The processes you learn will 

lead you to original design ideas.  In addition to creating projects, you will learn about color harmony and 

composition.  There is no homework if you remain current with the pace of class projects.  This course 

may be repeated for credit. 

 

Fine Arts and Literature          

Grade Level: 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester blocked with Fine Arts/1.00 credit (.50 English/.50Art), or 

            2 semesters blocked with Fine Arts/2.00 credits (1.00 English/1.00 Art.) 

Prerequisite:  Passing grade in World Literature 

Course Fees:  $25 per semester art fee 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Fine Arts and English.   

Level 5 Standards:  Compare/Contrast, Literary Analysis, and Persuasive essays. 

Course Description:  This course is offered as a 2-period, blocked class for 1 or 2 semesters; however,  

the 2-semester class is recommended.  The course is project-oriented, thematically taught, and integrates 

literature and art projects to explore artists‘ and writers‘ techniques and forms of expression.  Proven 

ability or previous experience in art is not required for success in this class.  You will learn how people 

tend to think about paintings and will gain practical skill in drawing and painting in order to understand 

how people in the past have created art.  You will learn to use styles of the past and present in art, 

including medieval painting, collage, abstraction, and modern experimental techniques.  Each student will 

produce a portfolio of original writing and painting.  You can expect a minimum of ½ hour of homework 

per day.  The literature portion of this course is described in the English section of this catalog. 
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Photography Courses: 

 

Beginning Photography          

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Course Fees:  $40 for materials, and $10-$20 estimated expenses for projects. 

Requirements:  Student must supply his/her own digital camera and flash drive. 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Fine Arts.   

Course Description:  This class is an introduction to both digital and film-based photography.  You will 

learn how to think like a photographer and how to shoot better pictures.  Digital enhancement in Adobe 

Photoshop and traditional black and white darkroom work will be included in the course.  The final 

project is a photo-journal.  Expect to spend some time outside of class taking digital photographs, but 

most other work can be completed during the class.  Applied Photography I is a follow-on course to this 

one. 

 

Applied Photography I/II 

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12  

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Prerequisite:  Beginning Photography 

Course Fees:  $40 for materials, and $10-$20 estimated expenses for projects 

Requirements:  Student must supply his/her own digital camera and flash drive. 

Graduation Content Requirement: Occupational or Fine Arts.   

Course Description:  Level I of this course is for students who wish to review and refine the skills 

introduced in Beginning Photography.  All skill levels are welcome.  Both digital and darkroom projects 

are included in the assigned work, and you will be able to design some projects around your preferred 

method of image production.  Studio lighting is introduced, and you will be able to experiment with 

different films and printing techniques.  Level II of this course is for students who are interested in 

enhancing their skills and designing their own projects.  Advanced studio lighting, the medium format 

camera, and larger printing are introduced.  As a final project, you will prepare a portfolio of your work in 

the area of photography in which you are most interested.  In both levels of this course, you must expect 

to spend some time outside of class shooting pictures. 

 

 

 

 

PERFORMING ARTS: 
 

Drama Courses: 

 
Acting - Beginning and Advanced 

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Fine Arts. 

Level 5 Standards:  Literary Analysis essay. 

Course Description:  Beginning and Advanced Acting is a course designed for all theater students 

interested in learning and developing acting technique, understanding the playwright‘s intentions, 

exploring directing theory, and practicing the multiple uses of theatre spaces.  This course may be taken 

IN ADDITION to the after school Drama Production class, and it may be repeated for credit.   
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Drama Production   

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Fine Arts. 

Level 5 Standards:  Literary Analysis essay. 

Course Description:  Drama Production is an ensemble-based class with all members learning and 

participating in the many areas of theatre technology, acting, and script analysis.  This class is offered 

after school and is organized to support the school‘s drama productions, club meetings, festivals, and 

other theatre activities.  Students enrolled in Drama Production are required to audition for and participate 

in the year‘s productions, which will involve some extended after-school time for rehearsals.  Drama 

Production may be taken in addition to Technical Theatre or Beginning and Advanced Acting and may be 

repeated for credit.   

 

Technical Theatre – Beginning and Advanced 

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Fine Arts. 

Level 5 Standards:  Literary Analysis essay. 

Course Description:  This is a hands-on theatre course that teaches the skills and techniques of technical 

theatre.  You will learn all areas of theatre technology, including lighting, sound, props, costuming, 

makeup, publicity, and stage craft.  This course may be taken IN ADDITION to the after school 

Drama Production class, and it may be repeated for credit.   

 

 

Music Courses - Instrumental: 
 

Guitar I 
Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Course Fees:  $8 textbook fee. 

Requirements:  Student must provide his/her own acoustic guitar. 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Fine Arts. 

Course Description:  This class is for the beginning guitarist.  You will learn how to apply basic musical 

concepts such as theory, rhythm, melody, and harmony to the guitar.  At the end of the course, you will be 

able to read chord symbols and play basic chords and melodies.  Most assigned work can be completed  

during class time.  You will be required to work well independently. 

 

Guitar II           

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Prerequisite:  Guitar I or teacher permission.   

Requirements:  Student must provide his/her own acoustic guitar. Students may be required to purchase 

additional music literature to meet technical level of performer. 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Fine Arts. 

Course Description:  This class is for intermediate and advanced guitarists.  You will continue to learn 

more advanced chords and techniques, and you will study various musical styles.  Most assigned work 

can be completed during class time.  You will be required to work well independently. This course may 

be repeated for credit.

Piano I             

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Course Fees:  $11 textbook fee. 

Requirements:  Student must provide his/her own headphones. 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Fine Arts.  

Course Description:  This class is for the beginning pianist.  You will learn how to apply basic musical 

concepts such as theory, rhythm, melody, and harmony to the piano.  At the end of the course, you will be  

able to read and play from basic piano sheet music.  All assigned work can be completed during class 

time. You will be required to work well independently. 

 

Piano II            

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Prerequisite:  Piano I or teacher permission   

Requirements:  Student must provide his/her own headphones. 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Fine Arts.  

Course Description:  This class is for intermediate and advanced pianists.  You will learn more advanced 

piano repertoire and techniques.  Most assigned work can be completed during class time.  You will be 

required to work well independently.  This course may be repeated for credit. 

 

 

 

Music Courses - Theory: 

 

Music Theory 

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  1 semester/.50 credit 

Course Fees:  $15-$20 fee for workbooks. 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Fine Arts.  

Course Description:  In this course you will be introduced to basic elements of music, such as music 

reading, chord structures, scales, and notation.  Work is individualized and tailored to the needs of each 

student.  Early in the course, you will be assessed to determine the amount of theory you already know, 

and progress will continue from that base.  Most assigned work can be completed during class time.  This 

class may be repeated for credit. 

 

Music Theory-Advanced Placement (AP)        

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Teacher permission.  Students must play an instrument or sing, be able to read music and 

have a basic understanding of music theory. 

Course Fees:  $50-$60 fee for workbooks.  Fee for AP examination, if taken, approximately $86. 

Special Credit Available (Optional):  College credit may be available through end-of-year AP 

examination. 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Fine Arts.   

Course Description:  This college-level theory class offers an in-depth study of music theory.  Students 

who complete this course may be able to challenge the first year of music theory courses in college.  If 

you are interested in taking the College Board-administered Music Theory AP examination, you should 

take this course for the entire year in order to prepare fully for that examination.  Homework will be 

assigned.  This class may be repeated for credit. 
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Music Courses - Ensemble 

 

Concert Choir            

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Course Fees:  Possible expense for concert uniform. 

Requirements: Attendance at all public performances 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Fine Arts.  

Course Description:  This ensemble learns and performs choral literature representing various musical 

periods and styles.  Emphasis is placed on developing vocal technique and musicianship.  In addition to 

performing at four concerts at school, Concert Choir annually sings at various contests and festivals.  You 

will be expected to maintain a practice schedule outside of class.  This class may be repeated for credit. 

 

Vocal Jazz Ensemble 

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Audition required.  Concurrent enrollment in Concert Choir.   

Course Fees:  Possible expense for concert uniform. 

Requirements:  Attendance at all public performances 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Fine Arts.  

Course Description:  Auditions for Vocal Jazz Ensemble are held in the fall of each year.  Typically, this 

group includes juniors and seniors, but exceptionally skilled sophomores may be considered.  The Vocal 

Jazz Ensemble focuses on the performance of jazz and popular tunes.  This class meets before school.  

You can expect to sing at a number of evening or weekend performances, such as festivals, guest 

appearances, and community functions.  You will be expected to maintain a practice schedule outside of 

class.  This course may be repeated for credit. 

 

Concert Band            

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Must play one of the standard wind, brass, or percussion instruments.   

Course Fees:  There may be a rental fee for use of school-owned instruments and an expense for  

concert uniform. 

Requirements:  Attendance at all public performances 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Fine Arts.  

Course Description:  This course is designed to prepare you for admission into Symphonic Band. 

Emphasis is placed on tonal production, improving technical facility, and gaining knowledge of the 

rudiments of music.  Music ranges from pep band to concert literature of moderate difficulty.  Four 

concerts are given at school each year.  This group is open to any student with previous experience on 

a standard wind, brass, or percussion instrument.  Members of this group are eligible to audition for  

Jazz Ensemble.   Students are expected to maintain a practice schedule outside of class.  This course may 

be repeated for credit. 
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Symphonic Band           

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Director permission.   

Course Fees:  There may be a rental fee for use of school-owned instruments and an expense for  

concert uniform. 

Requirements:  Attendance at all public performances 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Fine Arts.   

Course Description:  This is a select group of musicians, usually juniors and seniors. Emphasis is placed 

on skill development and musical awareness.  Music literature will represent various times and styles and 

will include several very demanding works to challenge more advanced students.  There are 4 concerts 

given at school each year, and the group will make guest appearances locally.  Members of this group are 

eligible to audition for Jazz Ensemble.  Students are expected to maintain a practice schedule outside of 

class.  This course may be repeated for credit. 

 

Jazz Ensemble 

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Audition with director   

Course Fees:  There may be a rental fee for use of school-owned instruments and an expense for concert 

uniform. 

Requirements:  Attendance at all public performances 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Fine Arts.  

Course Description:  Auditions for Jazz Ensemble are held in the fall each year.  Students enrolled in 

either Concert Band or Symphonic Band may audition for Jazz Ensemble.  This select group focuses on 

the performance of jazz of all styles and time periods, with particular emphasis on improvisation.  The 

Jazz Ensemble class meets before school.  You can expect to play at a number of evening or weekend 

performances.  Students are expected to maintain a practice schedule outside of class.  This course may be 

repeated for credit. 

 

Orchestra            

Grade Level:  10, 11, or 12 

Duration/Credit:  2 semesters/1.00 credit 

Prerequisite:  Must play one of the standard string instruments   

Course Fees:  There may be a rental fee for use of school-owned instruments and an expense for concert 

uniform.  Students may be asked to purchase a technique book. 

Requirements:  Attendance at all public performances and rehearsals. 

Graduation Content Requirement:  Fine Arts.   

Course Description:  The orchestra learns and performs string music from all periods of history through 

contemporary music.  Technique, musicianship, sight-reading, and music theory are developed and 

assessed through orchestral literatures.  This group performs at school concerts and at area festivals.  

Students are expected to maintain a practice schedule outside of class.  This course may be repeated for 

credit.

Required Testing: 

 

WASL:  (Washington Assessment of Student Learning) is the standardized competency test battery 

designed by the state and given to all sophomores in their regular schools of attendance.  The tests are 

given in the spring on several consecutive school days.  One of the state graduation requirements for each 

student is to meet the 10
th
 grade standard on the reading, writing, and mathematics portions of the WASL 

(or an approved alternate).  See Graduation Requirements in this Catalog. 

 

 

Recommended Testing: 

 

Advanced Placement (AP):  These examinations are administered through the College Board as final 

examinations for Advanced Placement courses.  They are offered in May each year.  Students enrolled in 

the courses have the option to take the examinations.  Depending on the score earned on an AP 

examination, a student may earn college credit once enrolled in a college or university, or he/she may 

receive exemption from a required college course.  Advanced registration is required, and there is a test 

fee for each examination taken. 

 

PSAT/NMSQT:  (Preliminary SAT/National Merit Scholarship Qualifying Test) is a standardized test 

designed by the College Board.  At Juanita High School, there is the option to take this test on a specific 

school day in October.  The test is recommended for sophomores and juniors interested in pursuing higher 

education after high school.  This test is an indicator of potential achievement on the SAT, and it is used 

to qualify juniors for the National Merit Scholarship program.  The qualifying score is determined 

annually by the College Board.  Students‘ results are usually available in early January.  Advanced 

registration is required, and there is a test fee.  

 

SAT Reasoning Test and ACT:  These are college entrance exams which test mathematical, verbal, 

reasoning, and writing abilities.  Either SAT Reasoning Test or ACT must usually be presented as part of 

an application for admission to a four-year college or university.  You should consult the college or 

university in which you have an interest to find out which test it requires or prefers.  This information also 

is available through the JHS Career Resource Center and college websites.  Many students take the SAT 

Reasoning Test or the ACT in the spring of the junior year and/or the fall of the senior year.  The tests are 

given at many area sites on specified Saturdays.  In order for results of the test to be available for the 

college admission process, you should plan to take one or both of these tests no later than the first week in 

December of your senior year.  Advanced registration is required, and there is a test fee.   

 

SAT Subject Tests:  These are tests designed by the College Board, and  each is dedicated to a single 

subject.  Some colleges and universities require applicants to submit scores from SAT Subject Tests.  

Consult the college or university in which you have an interest to find out if it requires SAT Subject 

Tests.  If so, plan to take SAT Subject Tests in the spring of the school year in which you are taking the 

course content for the test.  The tests are given at many area sites on specified Saturdays.  Advanced 

registration is required, and there is a test fee.
