All students have received first quarter grades. Good achievement early in the year is a sign of a good adjust-
ment to the challenges of this school year. If you have done well in the first quarter, congratulations! Maintain
the good academic habits you have begun. If you are having difficulty, there good programs of assistance, such
as Fight the Fail Club and Homework Helpers. Fight the Fail club is a homework club run by students for stu-
dents. It meets every

Wednesday at 1:00 in room 111. In a relaxing environment, students work individually or in groups to help
themselves grasp the concepts and ideas of their individual classes. Homework Helpers is another resource for
students needing help in specific subjects. Counselors have a list of studéutors ready to help in math, sci-

ence, English and World Languages.

SAT and ACT practice: Visit www.number2.com, a great FREE website that offers practice questions for the
most common tests.

Seniors: Continue working on college admissions applications. Ideally, these should be completed by early De-
cember. Remember that it takes some time for the Counseling Office to process your application and to produce
official transcripts for you, and counselors need three weeks notice in order to prepare letters of recommenda-
tion. If you want to receive completed application materials before the December holiday, please observe these
deadlines.

Juniors and Sophomores: Registration for the coming academic year will take place in February and March;
some registration information for special programs will be available though scheduled meetings in January and

Special programs offered at JHS include:

Advanced Placement (ARa program administered by the College Board. It includes courses for highly moti-

vated students who wish to pursue collegdevel studies in the high school setting. Qualifying grades on eind-

year AP examinations can be submitted for college credit and/or waiver of course requirements in the fresh-

man year of college. JHS offers AP classes in English, mathematics, music, science, social studies, and world lan-
guages.

NEVAQ(Northeast Vocational Area Cooperativep consortium that offers approximately 80 professional/

technical classes to high school students in participating school districts like Lake Washington School District.
Classes in many vocational and academic disciplines are offered through NEVAC. Courses are intended for sen-
iors. The registration process begins with attendance at an information session in the Career Resource Center.

Running Starta dual enrollment program through which participating students may take collegéevel courses,
tuition -free, at one of the area community colleges. Students simultaneously earn high school credit and college
credit in eligible Running Start course work. Students qualify for Running Start through an assessment done at
the community college. Information sessions about Running Start will be held at JHS in February.

Tech Prepa program that combines high school and community/technical college classes in one course of study
taken at the high school. Students who are successful in a Tech Prep class can receive community college or
technical college credit by submitting an application for credit and paying a nominal fee. Many of the courses
offered in the Occupational Education department at JHS are eligible for Tech Prep credit. These courses have a
special designation in theCourse Catalog.

Program Update

New Teacher Grants: In September the Foundation awarded $200 each to 54 new teachers in the
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own pocket trying to get classrooms set up and ready to welcome their students the first day of school.
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$200 grant money to relieve the financial burden of preparing their classroom. The foundation is such
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LINKS, Looking into the Needs of Kids and Schools is a volunteer and mentoring program that

started as a grassroots program of the Lake Washington School District PTSA in 2004.
