Scrabble Slam—This is a great game for most ages. It is a card game with two let-
ters per card. You make a four-letter word, then each person adds to the word one
letter at a time to create a new word. (For example, card becomes care becomes
hare becomes harp, and so on.) If you had one of the younger grades, you could use
three-letter words, but most students who are 2nd grade or older should be able to
make four-letter words.

Blockus—This is a strategy game where each player tries to fill in as much of the
space with their color. The twist? Each of your pieces that you place must touch a
corner of another of your pieces, but only a corner—no more! It’s tricky! Give it a try!
