È  All items must have a completed Artifact Cover Sheet . 
These can be found on Mr. Larsonõs communicator site 
and on the RHS website under the Academic and Career 
Planning link.  This should be added as the first page of 
the artifact.  

 
È  Graded items must have the completed rubric attached . 

When you receive it back from your teacher, scan the 
rubric into the file and add it as the second page of the 
document behind the Artifact Cover Sheet.  

 
È  For non-written items AND student -choice artifacts, a 

completed Artifact Reflection sheet is required even if 
there is a graded rubric. You need to include evidence 
such as video clips, pictures, links, etc. These can be found 
on the Academic & Career Planning page on the school 
website.  
 



 

È  Artifacts must be saved in . pdf  format.  
 
È  Artifacts are required to be labeled in the following order:  
È Grade, semester, class, artifact title Example: G10, S1, Spanish1, 

Storybook  
 

È Artifacts should use the same title as given by the teacher of the 
class. Non-required items should be given a title that describes what 
the item is, rather than a name that describes the content. For 
example:  
 

È òLevel 5 Compare/Contrast Essayó instead of òThe Difference 
Between Apples and Orangesó  

 
È  Only 1 (one) file per artifact. (The cover sheet, reflection and/or 

rubric must be in the same file as the work.)  
 
È  When uploading pictures, make sure they are jpeg files.

È 2.  How many artifacts are required for the 
students in the class of 2012? 

 

È  Seniors need a total of 14 artifacts 
saved--one per class each semester and a 
minimum of 2 student -choice artifacts.  If 
a senior is taking less than 6 credits, they 
need to supplement their artifacts with 
extra student -choice artifacts to reach the 
number of 14.  

 



È 3. Some NEVAC classes meet for 2 hours 
each day so how many artifacts are 
required? 

 

È  If a student is enrolled in a 2 -hour 
NEVAC class at RHS, or at another 
school, only 1 artifact per semester for 
the 2-hour class is required.  

 



È 4. How many artifacts are required for 
Running Start students?  

 

È 14 artifacts are required each year. 
However, if a graded rubric is not 
provided by the Bellevue College 
instructor, the student will need to 
complete an Artifact Reflection form for 
that assignment.  



 5.  What if a student is not taking 6 
classes because they have Late Arrival or 
Early Dismissal?  

 

È The student will complete a reflection, 
as the artifact, providing evidence of the 
effective use of this time and the 
connection to their High School & 
Beyond plan.
