When arriving and leaving school by car I will:

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PLAYGROUND EQUIPMENT 

 

PLAYGROUND RULES 

On the playground I will: 

¶ listen to and obey the playground supervisors.  

¶ stop playing and go inside when  bell rings.  

¶ walk quietly to and from recess.  

¶ come inside only with adult permission.  

¶ be respectful of everyone on the  

playground. 

¶ be allowed to play in any game.  

¶ play tag games by playground safety (no 

tag by big toy).  

¶ leave rocks, sticks, and snowballs on the ground.  

¶ play only  non-tackle games. 

¶ report safety issues to the playground supervisor.  

¶ jump rope only on blacktop.  

¶ swing one way only on the  rings and monkey bars.  

¶ follow rules when playing on the bars and climbing wall -  no 

penny drops or jumping from the top.  

¶ slide down the slides feet first.  

I will: 

¶ play with all equipment in a safe and careful manner.  

¶ use wiffle balls in the covered area.  

¶ share school equipment.  

¶ share equipment I have brought from home.  

¶ bring in equipment I have played with.  

¶ use only tennis balls, footballs, soccer balls, 

basketballs (no hard balls).  

¶ tell an adult if my equipment goes out -of -bounds.
